The spectacle was courage sapping and

pititul, but I do not believe that the
wonnded soldiers who were being bhnrned
suffered greatly, if they suffered at all.

\\'qnmlml soldiers, it mattered not how
slight_ the wounds, generally hastened
away from the battle lines. A wound en-
titlet! a man to g» to the rear and to a
hospital.  Of course there Wworfuv many ex.
ceptions to shis rule, as thers an'lk\ neces
sarily be in battles where from 20,000 to
80 . 000 men were wounded.

I frequently saw slightly wounded men
who were marching with their coloes. 1
remember seeling two men wounded who
continued to fight. Iuring the first day's
fighting in the Wilderness I saw a youth
of about 20 ycars skta and yell, stung by
a bullet through the thigh.
