In 1831 muni-
cipal suffrage was extended to the sin-
le women and Widows of Scotland. Ne-
Fraska gave women suhml suffrage in
1888, and Wisconsin in 1886, In 1886
New Brumswick and Ontario gave muni-
cipal sulfrage to single women and
widows, and Washington gave school
suifrage to all women. In 1887 muni-
cipal sullfrage was extended to all wo-
men in Kanm, and school suffrage in
North and South Dakcta, Montana, Ari-
zona and New Jérsey. In 1893 muniei-
cipal suffrage was exiended Lo single
women and widows in the province of
Quebec, In 1893 school suffrage was
granted in Connecticut and full suf-
frage in Colorado and New Zealand. In
