Loved All His Wives,

"The women of Utah are mourning and
#1il not be comforted.

Times are good in Utah. There hus been
no ‘“‘panie’’ among the Mormons, There
are very few jalls there, and there ian't a
in the church. Saloons do no)
flourish, and the Mormon farmers seem to
have solved the problem of how to tnrm
without a mortgage.

The Mormon women vote, thq run for
office and they make very successful poll-
tiolans, but they are net contens. Thep
are mourning for a return to the days of

» polygamy, sothe leaders in the church say.

I have met some of the best Mormon
women in Salt Lake City, writes Annle
Laurie in the San Francisco Kxaminer.
The ‘‘bhest’’ Morm mon wolnen are a great
deal like the ‘‘best’’ gentile women. They
are pretty, well mmnered and well dressed.
Most of thein seem o bave plenty of money
for all brdinary needs. ‘They live In neat,
Emtty houses, whloh look daoldedly like

omes,

It is a little startling to hoar them talk
about polygamy. They don’t oall I8 polyg-
amy. They call it plural marriage, and
they say it is not onl a religious duty,
but a very praotioal nnd useful privilege.

The flrst woman who told me about
plural marriage and why she and the oth-
er Mormon women wished the United
States had not interfered with It was a
motherly soul, with hair like pure sllver,
kind, twinkling blue eyes, and a volce that
gounded as if it had sung so many coradle
songs that it oouldn't help crooning for-
ever after.

‘““My husband had ten wives. He's dead
now, and there are only flve of us left to
mourn him. I was very happy with my
h him.
He was a good husband. I guess he was
happy with us, too, though I can't say I

“envy a man with ten women to please.

That's tho mistake you gentiles make.
You always say, ‘Oh, it's all very well for
the man!’ Now, 1 t.ell you, it isn't always
It takes o pretty
good man to live in plural mwarriage and

live happy."”
The woinan’s blue eyes twinkled with a

sort of retrospective mischief,
‘““Well, well,”’ she said, “that isn't all

look on marriage as a Jnere selfish right.
We look upon it as a religious duty, You
know, we believe that the woman who rears
the most cldren has the highest place in
heaven, “

‘““The same way with a man. A man
rules over nll his descendants when he dies.
The more descendants he has the greater
ig his kingdom. Wo belleve that we were
put upon this earth to marry and that we
nro rebelling against the laws of heaven if
we do not marry.

‘‘“'Phen, putting aside all reasons and
nll explanations, the Lord revealed his
will to his prophet, Joseph Smith, and it
is not for us to question that will. If 1t
imnade us miserable, if it bound usdown to
nll the tortures of earth to obey, still we
mnst obey.

“Plaral marriage! It s a blessing.
There were no homeless women when
there were plural wives. There were no
children sent out to beg, as I rrd of gen-
tile ohlldren doing. Enoh ife bad her
place in the world—an honored place. Her
sister wives respected and nearly always
loved her. Plural wives were bound to-
gother by common interests. They nureed
cacl other in slockness and they comforted
onch other in sorrow. They lived in sepa-
rate honses almost always, but they were
none the less of one family for all thas.
Looked at from the merely worldly point
of view, plural marriage was a great bless-
ing. From a religious point of view there
is no answering its arguments.

“Sentimental? We do not belleve in en-
couraging feolish sentiment. I do not
deny thl we first wives made saorifices
when our husbands chose a new wife. I
do not say that we did not have weak mo-
ments of lum*‘—i spasm of pain passed
over the woman's worn face—'‘but,’'’ she
said, her ayes lighting with a sudden bril-
liancy, ‘‘we were sanctified by our suffer-
ings. The gold must be tried by fire. Our
women grow selfish’ and valn since the
divipe institution of plural marringe has
been frowned upon. They think of thelr
own foolish vanity and their own selfish
instead of thinking of she glory of
a soul -mﬂbd by suffering.’’

That is one story. There is another.

A woman told me this, too—a woman in
the prime of life—a roay, bright eyed, red
lipped woman, with a , self rellant
face and a pair of deep set, wiliful eyes.

“My dear,' sald this woman, ‘I am a
fourth wife. I'm not goling to talk to you
about the religious part of our belief in

Oh, they don’t
mind lt. or if they do they do as ‘other
women’ do {n plural marriage and in sin-
glo marriage. Men, my dear, are not an-
gols.  They're rather troublesome orea-
tures, but they’re bearable when they'’re
managed right. Plural marriage is the
right way to mnanage them.,"

That woman was not a first wife. She
was a last wife. 1t is sald by her friends

“hat her hufiband 18 very much in love
with her.

All these things are not overwhelmingly
amazing. Human nature {s human na-
sure, and laws do not mean Jaw abiders in
Utah any more than they do in New York.
Men do noet marry plural wives openly.
The Mormons deolare that they are a law
abiding people, but very few Mormons
dony with any great show of severity that
tho men who were living in polygamy be-
fore the antipolygamy law are living in it
now, with due and disoreet deforence to
the law.

It would be curious if a whole system
of religious teaching could be overthrown
in a moment by a legal phrase. 'Lhe singu-
lur thing, and to most people the sicken-
ing thing, about tho situation in Utah is
that the women of Utah are almost uni-
versal In their condemnation of the law
against plural marriages, |

They muake thelr arguments for plural
marriage with a strange mixture of relig-
fous fervor and o miserable. oynlciam
whic' makes of marriage & glmple aflalr
of matter of fact convenience. Thewomen
who have been first wives talk of self sac-
rifice. 'I'he women who have been lo:t
wives talk of self advancement. The gi. .
who have not yet married salk of the
‘‘goud senso'’ of polygamy.

the baboons. A babeun, altho mmo-
what like a dog, has all th mhcbiemul-
ness of a man. He is the ugliest animal in
all creation. The Boers call hlm onis
and never designate him undar the official
name that has been given to him l.v scl-
enoe,

Now this creature is the ourse of Cape
Colony. He éommite depredations for the
love of the thing. Any imprudent tom-
cat that ventures too fur away from howme
Is sure to be captured and strangled for
fun by a baboon, Nearly all the Angoras,
the cholcest and most costly anfinalé im-
ported by the colonists, have been de-
stroyed by these huge monkeys. Kven
the doge sharo the same fate. T'he bravest
and most pugnacious of the Knglish ca-
niné breeds are unable to cope with adver-
saries armed with just as powerful jaws,
and with the Immmense advantage of hav-
ing four hands instead of four, paws.
With a dexterity that conspiouously ex-
hibite his surgioal aptitudes, the baboon
bleeds his envmy in the throat, and in
less than a minute the duel ends in the
death of the dog.

When the shepherd is away and the dog
bhas heen disposed of, the flock is left with-
out defense. Although the baboon gener-
ally feeds upon lizards and beetles, he does
not despise a few mouthfuls of mutton,
which he devours seated on the back of
his llving viotim. Unfortunate are the
goats and sheep that are attacked by these
cynocephali! When Adonis fluds his appe-
tite fully satisfled, he enjoys at a little
distance the mntnrtlnm of hisviotim, He
froquently attacks cows, but never at-
tempts to get into close quarters with a
bull. The ostrich, thanks to its extraor-
dinary speed, can aaully get away from the
baboon, but it is very much afrald of him
apd immediately runs off on hearing his
bark. It is noteworthy that nature has
given to the baboon not only the head of
a dog, but also the voloe of a dog.® All
birds that are not remarkable for thelr in-
telligence have an insurmountable dread
of t-he oynocephalus.

One of the principal amusements of
these big monkeys 18 to gammbol around
the wire fences that proteot the tame os-
triches just to terrify them. The panio
among them®is eo great that they ofton
break their legs in thelr wild rushes, 1'his
is a pastime which the monkeys seem to
enjoy hugely. It is known that a broken
leg for an ostrich means a doath sentenoo.

A
hungry pnnther or jackal might easlly
enough swallow a few grains of arsenio or
n ntrychnlna {Jml placed in a plece of raw
meat, but a baboon is never decelved by
80 simplo a method Ho is a delicate and
refined fellow, accustomed generally to
live upon ogge, fruits, lizards and differ-
ent kinds of insects. He becomes carniv-
orous at rare intervals only, and appar-
ently, in some degree at lenst, for the
pleasure of torturing the unfortunate do-
mestio animals that may fall into his
olutches. His infallible instinot teaohes
him to distrust men, even when they are
offering presents. With a marvelous svent
thut. might well do honor to a professional

expert he detects the presence of a mineral
or vegetable poison in the quarter of mut-
ton that he finds by chance as he travels
along. Moreover he is thoroughly aware
