LESS ON SUNDAY., '

¢ must remember that the United

States has a population now estimated by
the staticians at 7¢,000,000; we must also
remember that this population is scattered
over a country 3,000 miles long and over
1,000 miles wide; we must aleo bear in
mind that the American civilization as re.
garde Bunday obee;vance is ‘‘spotted” so
to speak. ¢ mean by this that in oer-
tain large centres of ulation, such as
Chicago, ,Cincinnati, Bl:o is, San Fran.
cieco, etc., there is a considerable infusion
of foreign blood, such as the Germans,
Poles, 1talians, eto., who have continental
ideas of Sabbath observance, which in

many respeotes run counter to our notions
of the same,

With these preliminary remarks we
come to the main question, to wit, ‘‘Is the
Sabbath day better observed in the United
States, taking the country all t ther, than
anywhere elee in the world " We answer
unhesitatingly, and with some feeling and
omphaesis vos, decidedly. Wehave resided
in this dominion for ten years and during
that time have been well over the country
from Windsor to the sea. We resided for
nearly forty years in the state of New
York and during that time travelled con-
siderably over some seventeen states in
the American union. It has been our

riviloﬁo also to reside during one summer
n Bootland and so we give our opinion
from personal observation in the localities
mentioned. We are quite aware that this
asservation strikes harshly upon the Cana.
dian ear which has ever been attuned to a
far different story. But facts are facts
and so it comes that the Sabbath is far
botter observed in tgo Now England, mid.
dle, southern and mid.western states
than anywhere else in the world, not even
uoqi\lblng the city of Glasgow, Sootland,
which has ever mgoycd A proud promi:
nence as rdsSabbath observance. We
have the Babbath day in the city of
New York and afirm that the Sabbath
day is as well observed there as it is in this
city of Kingston, and, contidering the vast
population, muoh better than here. We
are not of those who believe that the
civilisation of the great American republio
is above reproach, but, on the oontrary,
believe that said civilization {s fast pre:
paring itself, economioally speaking, for
the melting pot of revolution, an the
sooner it comes the better,

But on the ghm of Sabbath observanoce
the United States is a much maligned
country, and that this statement may not
be unsupported, we to quote the fol.
lowing from Leisure Hour, a publication
of London, Eugland. On thirty-
seven for the issue of 1871 p:g: editor,
who was writing of his tour of Amerioa,
says:  '“In the highest of all
elements in national welfare, the influence
of morality and religion, the contrass is in
favor of Amerioa. The number of churches
and of Bunday schools is far in advance of
the proportion with us. The number of
workingwen in England who belong to
any church oan soarcely be reckoned at
tifteen per cent. In Amerioa I believe that
thero are not fifeen cent. who do not
attend public worship and contribute to
ita support. Eduoation and general dif.
fusion of bible teaching, have so leavened
the nation that it has been able, up to this
time (1871) to bring under the institutions

of the land the vast hordes of foreign imimi-

grants, and to maintain the position of a
great christian and Protestant state.”

The pro-
portion which bbﬁ were to devote to God's
service was bed by a Jetter of law—
one tenth. We are not under that law.
The law to'the christian is ‘‘according to
his ability,” or ‘“‘as God hath prospered
him."” All through the new testament
wherever he is requested to give or com.
mended for giving, the standard set before
him is ‘‘the ability which God giveth.”

To be left to give according to ability is
to be put in a position in which we ocan
honor God by ourgiving. It would be no
honor to Him to give under compulsion—
one-tenth or two-tenths simply because
obliged to do so. He does not want us to
ﬁm in that way. He grants us a certain

berty of action which did not allow
the Jew. He requires us to think for our-
selves and to aot as we judge best, but
holds ue striotly acocountable for the use
we make of our judgment and our oppor.
tunities. |

For instanoce, God instructed the Jew as
to what he should eat and not eat, drink
and not drink, specifying the very things.
He does not so treat us. Not that we are
lawless, not that we may eat what we
please and drink what we please, for we
are under a law as imperativeas any in the
Jewish code. ‘‘Whether, thevefore, ye
eab, or drink, or whateoever ye do, do all
to the glory of God.” But mark the dif-
ference. The law to the Jew was partiou-
lar; to us it is general. The respounsibility
of decision is upon ourselves. ¢ must
exercise a godly judgment and be held to
a strict acoount. Under His law the
ohristian has no more right to eat or drink
what is unwholesome, or, through exam-
ple injurious to others than the Jew had to
eat swine's flesh or oysters.

Likewise, with to Sabbath kee
ing, God said to the Jews ‘‘thou shalt” do
this, and ‘‘thou shalt not” do that specific
thing. No Jew could make a fire in hie
house on the SBabbath, to prepare a warm
meal, to warm a oold room, or even to
comtort a vick person. He was bound by
a letter of law, Wo are as firmly bound
by a prinoiple. Ohrist  healed the
siok, commanded the healed to oarry his
bed, plucked the ears of corn, shelled them
and esavisfied his hunger, and then laid
down the principle, ‘‘The Sabbath was
made for man wnd not man for the Bab.
