The Features of the Case=Still Golung Into

the History of Outrage.
LoxpoN, Nov. 17.—Before the Parnell

cummission Constable Drummond, of Clon-

uring the enquiry into
the murder of Lord Mountmorris he could
not get any assistance from the people.
After the formation of the land league he
had noticed a decided change in the manner

of the people towards the landlords. On
oross-examination he attributed the hosti-

lities of the people towards Lord Mount
morris partly to his lordship's couduct in
his capacity as magistrate and partly to his
attitude on the land qaestion. Mr. Davitt
cross-examined the witness and elicited the
statement that Iord Mountmorris had led
the people to believe he had secret com-
mnnication with the Dublin castle authori-
tiea. Sergeant U'Conpor testified that he
saw & number of men, with hands joined,
dancing around scme marks of blood on the
spot where Lord Mountmorris was murder-

ed.
Sir Henry James, of the Times counsel,

announced that it was proposed to give evi-
dence in relation to outrages onmmitted in
mu‘:;y -Kﬁrry.

He said it would be very difficult
to follow the case if the prosecution moved
fromn one county to another without touch-
ing outrages with the person accused
Justice Hannen agreed with Sir Charles
Russell that the commission could follow
the evidence by the method in which it was
proposed to give it only with enormous dithi-
culty. But when assured by counsel that
there was no other manner to shogten the
case than the course proposed the court was
bound to assent. Sir Charles Russell there-
apon said warmly : ‘‘All that I can do,
then, is to protest against a course which
sertainly will not conduce to facilitate the
