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Yosterday the Teachers’ Association of
the City and County met in the Division
Court Room, the President, Prof.Dupuis,
in the chair.

The only business dome during the
afternoon session, when there Wwas &
yood attendance of teachers, was the
sholition of the separate offioes of Becre~
tary and Treasurer, and the appointment
of one man, Mz. Renton, of Portsmouth,
to discharge the duties of both.

Mr. A.P. Knight, M.A_, read a paper
on the *‘Intermediate Exumination,” and
favoured the apportionment of the GGov-
ernment money at 8» much per pupil,
instead of according to results.

Mr. W. Summerby, Principal of the
Model School, illustrated the prope.
mode of teaching arithmetie to very
youog pupils, pointing out the errors 1nto
‘which young teachers are apt to fall, and
showing that children should be taught to
count by means of conerete rumbers,
and never by the use of abstract ones

His remmarks were Dot read, but were
copiously illustrated by examples upon
the blackboard.
