It is announced that Sir Charles Ken-
nody endorses the preferential clause of
the new Canadian tariff act, and bolds tha
ib is quite workable, i

Well, it may be asked, who is Sir Charles
Keonedy ! Ho has been, until recently,
head of the commercial department of the
foreign office and he has expressed the
opinion that the favored-nation treaties
between England and Germany and Bel.
gium could not interfere with the operation
of a preferential clause in the Canadian tarifl
by which England alone might benefit.
He points oub that since the enactment ot
the Belgian and (ierman treaties circum.
stances have materially altered. Canada
has been given a new nogstitution, in
which her right to decide-apon her own
fiscal polioy has been.untjuestioned. Since
that time she has already technically
broken the terms of the favored nation
treaties by. prohibiting the entrance of
prison-made goods, which are favored by
both Germany and Belgium. Apart from
this the growth of the reciprocity feature
in the making of tariffs introduced a new
element into the esituation.

Still more, Canada is not consulted by
Great Britain in the making of treaties,

| and it has contended, and without serious

objection, for the right to make its own
treatios, Practically Canada is self-gov-
erning, owing allegiance to the queen and
loyully obsecving British institutions, but
managing its own affairs as it desires.
And this is as it should be,

FLYNN IN A RAGE.
Some days ago it was intimatod that

| the Flynn government had undertaken to

provide for itsa impecunious friends before

| leaving office. It had several sessions and

made, or recommended, a great many ap-
pointments. But these, it seems, lacked
the signature of Sir Adolphe Chapleau,and
for the reason that he could not see his
way clear'to sanction publie transactions
after the people had denied the government
their confidence.

According to a conservative paper there
was a tremendous row in consequence.
Hear it :

“The unpleasant scenes which were
enacted until and after June 23cd last have
been in & measure repeated at Quebec and
all beoaude 8ir Adolphe Chapleau, follow.
ing the example of Lord Aberdeen, has
been making it most unpleasant for Hon.

For
some reason or otheg the Tinutunl.nt-gnvnr-
nor refused point blank to sign certain
orders-in-council which Premier Flynn
considered quite proper in the intereste
of his friends and of the province. It
was the premier's desire to provide
for certain faithful followers, amongst
them one or two secretaries of
ministers; yeb the story goes that Sir
Adolphe declined to sanction these appoint-
mente, citing, of eourse, a like refusal on
the part of Lord Aberdeen, and it is also
said that one of the ministers ef the Flynn
cabinet was recommended for an appoint-
ment, but, because the governor-general
had refused to reinstate Hon. Messrs.
Angers and Desjardins in their former
#eats in the senate, Sir Adolphe Chapleau
felt constrained to act in the same fashion.
In fact, premier Flynn's relations with
the lieutenant 'governor of Quebe: were
equally as strained as those of Sir Charles
Tupper with the governor-general prior to
the resignation of the conservative govern-
ment at Ottawa. Hon. Mr. Flynu, how-
ever, is a fighter, and from three o'clock to
six Baturday afternoon the defeated leader
bad it out with the governor. Itis by no
means likely that the last has been heard
of this very unfortunate conflics. Ibap.

A Berlous Danger Threatemed,

Camprx Easr, May 25.—(To the Edi-
tor): I bave recently been requested by
the pork packing firms with whom I do
buginess to point out, as much as is in my
power to the pork raisers of my district
the serious danger that threatens the ex-
port bacon trade of Canada.

No doubj the fact that Canadian hogs
bring as a rule about ljc. per Ib. more
than American hogs has come to the no-
bice of the great majority of your readers.
The eecrot of the superiority of the Cana-
dian bog lies in one simple fact, which is
a8 follows: Nearly all of our American
competitora with very few exceptions use
corn for the rearing of hoge from the time
the pig is weaned until put on the ecars for
the slaughter liouse. The result is that
the bacon produced is one lump of fat
which in cooking fritters ,and stews out,
and pork of this sort is conmsidered by
Englishmen a very unpalatable dish.
Canadians on the other hand use peas,
barley and refuse grain which makes a
solid, substantial fat and a goodly quan-
tity of lean,

b is owing to this reason Lhat the pre-
sént enviable position of Canadian bacon
has been reached on the English market
and the maintaining of this position is a
matter of importance to every Canadian
farmer.

The danger which threatens ua is farm-
ers and cheese factory men uvsing corn
freely with their hogs. Every grower of
hogs should evade this method and urge
their neighbors to do likewise since the re
cent changes in our tariff is liable to make
corn our cheapest feed. If our live hogs
were to drop in the market to the level of
American hogs our hog raisers would find
abundance of dissatiefaction, yet the
whole matter rests with themeelves. It
has taken many long years to raire Cana.
dian bacon to its present enviable position
and it is therefore important that we try
to maintain this poeition for once loat it
will require many more long years to ro-
gain.—R. F. BirkskLL.
