issued dispensations to all those chapters

which had been working under the
sanction of the warrants issued by pro-
vineial grand maseter Jarvis to craft lodges,
thereby making the chapters in a measure
independent of the respective lodges with
which they were formerly connected.

Marech 25th, 1819, the Royal Arch chapter

of Upper Canada granted a charter to

John Butterworth, Benjamin Olcott and

Thomas Smith, designating this chapter

the “‘Frontenac chapter, No. 1,” being in

confirmation of tho dispensation under
which it had been working since February

Judging from a circular issued

by the grand chapter on February Sth,

1819, the Frontenac chapter must have been

When posseasing the
necessary qualifications they were receiv-
ed. Doubt exiswed as to the legality of
lodges working under dispensations grant.
ed by grand master Jarvis, The majority
of such lodges, in grand convention at
Kingston on August 27th, 1817, petition.
ed the grand lodge of England for the
establishment of a provincial grand lodge.
On September 2und, 1822, the grand
lodge of England granted a charter to
lodge No. 6, designating it St. John's
lodge, No. 758, English registry. Authori-
ty was also granted to form a provinecial
grand lodge, and Hon. Simon McGillivray
wa2 appointed provincial grand master. A
fow vears later the grand chapter of Upper
Canada expiessed a desire to place iteelf
under the supreme grand chapter of Eng.
land, and on February 10th, 1824, a me.
marial was drafted with this end in view.
Thia memorial was never presented owing
ko some opposition put up againstit. Many
private chapters wero desirous of obtaining
charters from the supreme grand chapter
of England, and it is worthy of note that
Frontenae chapter was first to take steps
towards the fulfilment of this object. This
and the feeling of unrost caused by
the doubt of the validity of the
Jarvis warranta, cauced the grand chapter
of Upper Canada to discontinue ite regular
meeotinge, and in 1524 its authority ceased,
in A measure, to exist, On August 3rd,
1828, at a econvocation of Frontenac
chapter, compamons Gordon, Bethune,
Thompeon and Hagerman were appointed
a committee to prepare a memorial to the
supreme grand chapter of England, pray-
ing for n charter. This memorial was not
adopted until May ith, 1829, the delay be-
ing occasicned by promises of the resur-
rection of the provinecial grand chapter,
which promiees were never carried into
effect. The memorial hero referred to was
forwarded to England in 1830, but there is
no minute of an answér having been re.
ceivod. On this account it was deemed
adviaable to closo, and after November
14th, 1830, the Frontenac chapter did not
meet.

That the Frontenac chapter had for

some time previous to its closing conform.

od to the system aporoved by the supreme
grand chapter of England is apparent, for
in the records the three principal otficers
are styled respectively, Z.; H., J. The
names of the other officers, as adopted in
1818, were changed, and the chapter had
resolved ‘‘that the intermediate degrees
were not coneidered neceesary previous to
exaltation,” thersby merely returning
to the working of this chapter
as pursued at the close of the
last century. There were fifty-five
bréthren exalted in Frontenac chapter be.
tween L ears 1817 and 1830, and twelve
companions® joined during that period.

The greatest number of exaltations in ome

year took place in 1825, when twelve

hrethren received the royal arch deghraa-

For nearly sevgnteen years had this chap-

ter lain in abeyance, when bright days
in shoneon the royal craft, and S,

John'a lodge, which had ceared to work in

1833, was, in 1943, revived under most

auspicious circamstances. In December,

1844, the number of this lodge on the

English registry was changed to No. 491.

Craft masonry again flourished in thie

city, and many who desired to reach the

summit of ancient masonry were cempell.
ed at great expense to obtain the degree
in chapters at a distance, usually in the

United States. Hence these brethren felt

the necessity of re-opening Frontenac

chanter, Accordingly. on May 3ed, 1847,

the cherter obtainedin 1819,1n possession of

St. John's lodge, was revived, and the offi

cers inducte. by virtue of a dispensation

granted on Aprll 24th of the rame year by

Z. M. Phillipe, the last G.H.P. of the

grand chapter of Upper Canada.

Only one companion ' who belonged

to the chapter - in 1838  had

survived to be present and assist at the re.
vival on May 3rd, 1847. That companion
was the late Sir Richard H. Bonnycastle,
then commanding the Royal Enginoers in
Canada. He was eleoted first officer of the

chapter, but died in November, 1847.

The companions were dosirous of carry-
ing out the intentions of foroier members
of 1829030, to place themselves under pro-
per juriediction. The supreme grand chap-
ter of England was memorialized for a
charter. On August 2nd, 1848,the supreme
grand chapter of Eogland granted, free
of expense, a charter of constitution to
companions Thomas J. Angel, Francis
Milo, Michael Harrington, Bamuel D.

On October 24th, 1859, Ancient Fron-
tenac Royal Arch chapter severed its con.
nection with the grand chapter of Eng-
land, and lrom that dat&i>worked under a
charter from the grand chapter of Canada,
under the style of Ancient Frontenac
Royal Arch chapter No. 1. In 18G8 the
chupter arranged to move to another room
in connection with Cataraqui chapter,
No. 12, Ancient St. John's lodge, No. 4,
and Catagaqui lodge, No. 02, in a build-
ing on ing street, built by the
late IR.

Adjotant Ludgate Salvatlon Army, Sings

New Yorg, Juno 5 —Five hundred
men and women paid ten conte each last
night at the Salvation Army barracks in
West Fourteenth street to hear adjutant
Joseph C. Ludgate break the army record
for continuous singing.
