The article is evidently a part of a
letter from one friend to another, a por-
tion of the silk on which it was print-
od ha«l been so defaved hy the ravages
of timo that it was exeeedingly difficult
to decipher the contents, and, therefore,
we are comnpelled to omit thé commence-
ment of the letter and cen only present
a portion of Its conelusion. We make
the following extracts for the purpose of
showing our six millions of readers the
mnulnr?-u] contrast between the present
condition of the human race, and the
astomishing barbarism {which, by the
way, was at that time, 2869, regarded
the verv essence of civilization and so-
cial perfect ion) of that durk age. Owur
rendérs will notice the tone of pride in
which the ‘writer speaks when contrast-
ing the age in which he lived with the
ancouth barbarism of the eighteenth
and nineteenth centuries. But here | 1s
the article: it speaks for itself :

“Oh, my lovely Zolivia ! would that
I could spare the time to fly to-thee on
the wings of love, that I might drimk
in the soul-floods ever gushing from the
snowy fountain of thy gentle spirt !
But. alas ! it cannot bhe, Zolivia, my
lovely ane. The soul of  thy Palvin
vearns to be fred from the thraldom to
which it has so long been subjected, and
he long# to sleep or, as the savages of
the nineteenth century used, in their
ignorance to express it—die.

‘“In the dari ages, whose history 1
have leto.y  lwen reading, my Zolivia,
men lived ts  an  astonishing age, be-
cause thev were so utterly ignorant of
tho laws of life and devclopment that

praising, etc.. will be noatly end they plodded on through sixty, seventy
prompuy sttended ta. Satistaction and. in rare cases, even a hundred yvears,
wuarantved. -t ere thev completed their outer spiritaal

erowth, which is essential to a passage
over the river to the first form of the
socond lifs. Their ignorance, my love
hird, was such that diseases and fright-
ful disorders without muonber afflicted
tham: and a healthy human cramuwn was
scarcelv ever seen, and, consequently, a
perfect human pleasure seldom, if ever,
enjoyed or axperienced, and, as a fur-
ther consequence of their darkened state,
they w.re subject .to mental disorders
of the most terrihle kind, among which,
as | learn from the perusal of their his-
tory, were two of a pecuharly distress-
ing nature.

“Theso were, first, a strange weakness
of mind. which caused them to imagine
untold perfections, residing in a king ol
earth. on lustrous metal, which they
called gold; the same, Zolivia, with
which the worship-temples of our cities
are built. This strange discase, which
so sadly afMlicted the barbarians of the
nineteenth century, affected the eyes in
such a manner that nothing was regard-
ofi beauntiful unless it had a yellow hue:
and, strange as it may seem to you, no
man had influence, or was considered
even respectable, unless he possessed o
large nmount of small medals made of
this vellow earth, together with large
bundles of shects of paper adormed with
pictures, aml which were called bank-
noted.
