The young housckeeper ghould have a
bountiful store of napery, sheets, pillow
cases, etc., whatever her trousseau may
be. And the major part of the outfit
should be genuine linen—linen of flax -
even-threaded, smoothly woven, excel-
lent in quality, goodly in finish.

The genuine linen lover lets no hand
but her own arrange her shelves. Kach
sot of towels has a place allotted to it
as has each kind of sheet and pillow
case. All are laid with the open edges
toward the back, the round foldings
making a goodly show in front.
