Ottawa, April 25.—~The electric rail-
way mileage of Canada at the end of

nine miles more than in 1899, A tolal
of 118,129,862 passengers was carried
hy the thirty-five electric railways in
the dominion in 1900, being an in-
orcase of 14.097.203. This is equivalent
to twenty-ope trips for every man,
woman and child, The capital invest-
ed in electric lines on December 3lst,
1900, was $20.633,000, and thé bond-
sd debt was 812,610,422, The total re-
wip't-l for the vear were $5,922.540,
and the expenses = $3.268,001. The
stedm railways carried 17,122,193 pas-
sengers in 1900, making the total car-
ried by both systems, 135,252,065.
