WHEN AND WHY IT RAINS.

Nothing About This Week's Wea-
ther But an Epitome of Facts.

London Btandard.

The distribution of rainiall 18 the
subject of a very interesting mono
graph written lly Dr. A. .). Herbert
«on and published the other day  hy
John Murray. The amount of the
rainfall depamis on & varicty ol cau
ces. Fiet among them arc hoat and
cobd. All the rivers, savs the preach-
er, run into the sea, yct the sea s
not full.  With geod reason, hecause
the sun pumps the water up into the
air, from whioh it is again sent back
I)}" the cokd of space; as the alr cools,
it bocomes less capable ot retainngy
vapor, RO the water reappears, first
as clouds, unnd then asx rain. Thus

1 tropical countries, at any rate
near an ocean, while in polar regions
it iz comparatively small—and often
comes down as &now. But the con
tinents and oceans,  the dominant
winds, which are partly dependent on
them and the differences of level in
the gruuml, all aﬁuct the I‘ulni'ti“ of a
district, both as regards 1ts total
amount and its distribution over the
vear. It may range from rothing to
a yard, or even wore. The desert ol
(;obi. a zone in northern Africa— in-
cluding the Sahara, and extending
castward across Arabia toward Ame
rica, west of the Peruvian aud Chil
ian Andes, are rainless; while the
other extreme is represented in the
Khasia Ghauts, where the annual fall
sometimes reaches 600 inches, the
greater part of which comes down 1n
about half the year. In onr own
country we think four to five inches
in twenty - four hours a record.
but at one station in these Ghauts
nearly forty-one inches fell on a June
day in I876. In our islands the
vastern coasts are much drier than
the western, and the low lands tharn
the uplands. Winds blowing from the

Atlantic come to our shores laden
with vapor, and on these it 18 con
densed.

the air is cooler there, for the ther-
mometer falls about one degree fo
onch 300 feet of ascent, and the hills
themselves, like a big stone in  the
patch of a stream, force the vapor
lnden durrents up into yet colder re
gions. Owing to the [rst cause,while
about two feet of rain falls annually
in London, almost hall as much agmin
is measured on the Lancashire coast.

Apart from these variations, the
rainfall; Dr. Herbertson tells us, s
distributed in seven helts girdling the
earth. Round the cquator 18 a wet
helt, which 18 bounded hy two tro-
nical dry belts; the temperate zones
are wet, and are succeeded by dry
polar caps. But this system,as migcht
be anticipated, is not fixed in position
for to a certain extent it follows the
sun. For inatance, July 1s a wet
manth over Central America, in the
northern part of the southern contin-

ent, in Africa between the eyuator
and the Sahara, over all India, ex
copt the extréme south, Burma, the

southern half of China, with the Ma-
lay archipelago and adjoining islands
to some little distance south of the
equator.
