VYSBTERY OF OREAMS REVEALED

Jertaln Ral » by which They Can be Inter-
pretea aright.

Vienna, Feb., 8S.~-The most au,
thoritative work on dreams that has
appearcd for many years has just
heen published in Vienna, the author
being Dr. Sigmund Freud, a distin-
guished scientist and oné of the best
known specialists in Europe on the
sublect of nervous diseases. .
Froud has been studyving dreams for
vears, and he now gives to the pub-
lic the conclusions at which he has
arrived in regard to their origin and
htgmﬁtanw

He miaintains that there are oer-
tain psyvchological rules by means. of
which ‘dreams can be interpreted,
and furthermore that each dream
after a proper study will be found
to be connected in some way with
the daily life or rather with the
thoughts of dreamer while awake.
According to him, all the material
out-eof which our dreams are woven
was at one time an actual part  of
our experience. In other words, in
our dreams we only sce sights and
persons with whom we have been or
are in some way acquainted. Our
nightlv. visions have ever been
shrouded in mystery, and Dr. Freud
admits that it may take us i long
time to discover their real signifi-
cance. | 4

There are many dreams, ho points
altﬂﬂﬂl her outside
the boundary of one's experience.
We remeémber that we have dreamed
thoni, but we ¢an’'t tell when and
where the incidents portrayed in
them took place ‘in , our actual life.
We are lost In doubt as to the ori-
gin of everyv such dream, and in this
doubt we remain until some subse-
event, which reminds us of
our dream and also reminds us of
some earlier experience which WwWas
the cause of that dream. Hence M
seems safe to infer that there is no
dream which is not in some way or
other the result of one's act tual ex-
perience.

The events that occur flllliﬂﬂ' one's
childhood, sayvs Dr. Freud, furnish a
vost amount of material for the
dreams of later vears, and the sway
that such dreams exercise over
grown persons may be illustrated
hy many stories, Here is one, told
by Dr. Maury, the well-known physi-
cian ¢ -During his infancy he was
fru guently taken from Meaux, his na-
tive place, to Trilport, whf*l‘i‘ his 1a-
ther was huildine a bridees. Boveral
vears afterward he dreamed that he
was agrin at Trilport, pla¥ing In
the street, and that whi thus en-
gaged he was approached by a man
in uniform who
as . U the hl"l{h{ﬁ inspector,
When Maury awoke, he asked an old
sorvant. who had bheen with him
since his ' c¢hildhood, whelber she
sver knew anv one of that name, and
she” replied that this was the name
of the man who was inspector of the

hridge while his- fathier was butiding

it.

According to Dr. Freud, if we
woulgd thoraurhly understand‘dreains
we should analvze - them in detail
and not Mlllh thmu #us n whole,
Moreover, we shauld never lose Hiﬂ'ht
of the fact that dredams very often
show the fullilment of  our desires.
On this point Dr. Freud repeatedly
lave siress and at the same- time he
claima that the language of dreams
wotld he bBetler understood if thelr
funetion In this rmnert hnd not been
lost sight of,
