Two were Boer wolnd-
od and one was untonscious but of
one thing his feverish thirst, and
would, whilst we drank our maodest
ten, querulously sk for an lced
lemon  squash. The piteous ory
startled us -comsiderably-——""an joed
lcmon squash''—=Ye 8! what a
thing to ask for when s arklets and
tepid water with a dash of Angow-
tura bitters in it--the only liguor
loft in  the hotel—and ~which the
sweoet tooth of the Boers could not
stomach—were priceless luxuries.
There were some fiteen Boers
wounded,  the majority of which
were cheerful fellows, anxious to
talk and show their anpreciation
for the way the “hospital orderiies
tended to thelr wanis, Several of
them had ugly bayonet wounds.
They were al drossed ~onrefully by
the surgeon, and eventually sent
down in the ambulance train. One
especially  intelligent fellow, who
was wounded in the thigh, chattad
with me in good English. He bad
heen one of an‘advance post cut off
from the main trenches at Magors-
fontein, and deplored the fact that
ke and ' his eompanion¥ had com-
mandeered three of the finest race-
horses in  Johannesburg, and that
these animals were all shot in the
fray. Commandeering will soon be
an accepted word in  the soldier's
vocabulary. It sounds better than
looting, or pinching, or even steal-
ing. If one finds things straying
ahout with no particular owner, il
ia considered auite fair play to im-
