They are
what are called ‘‘professionals,’’ or abnor-
mally eriminal; but, if you will examine
the records of the criminal courts, out of &
hundred mon charged with orime, you
will not find a tenth of this character.

The apostles of liberty, tho advoc: of
free spoech, the votaries of scien: 1€
combatants agalnst bigotry, intolc ... ve,
slavery and ignorance, have boen, at one
time or another, classed as criminals.

Hamilton made some memorable de-
fenses in criminal cases, but none afforded
him such an opportunity for brilliant of-
fort as might have ensucd on the failure of
the Revolutionary eause and the ¢nsuing
indictinent of Washlngton for treason. In
defense of criminals, thercfore, tho great-
est forenslo cfforts have becn made and the
strongest bulwarks to protect personal
rights and libertles have beon erected. A
galaxy of great names runs through my
mind. Acrossthe water, Brougham, Mack-
intosh, Grattan, O'Connell, Stephens, Krs-
kine and a host of others. Strange to say,
in this connection, that the last namod, In
his colebrated defense of Hatfleld, charged
with shooting at King Goeorge, advanced
and sustadned & more humane dootrine to
protect tho insane than today prevails in
our own state. And inour own beloved
land tho oriminal bar has been honored by
men of like renown. The political speechos
of Beward today remain on the sholf un-
read, when every student of law and ad-
mirer of eloquence pursucy with pleasure
his magpificent defenso of the poor negro
murderer Freoman, after lLis rescuo from
tho mob, and that defense tlip much abused
ploa of insanity. Webstor's specch in the
Knapp murder ocase s uiore frequently
quoted than any of hisothers. Choate's
name ig still tho most illustrious for foren-
glo eloquence in Boston. The same may
be sald of Brady in New York, Story in
Chimngo, Paul Brown in Philadelphia.
Then we have Prentiss, Marshal, Graham,
Mills, Stanton, Wright and a host of
others. Our country presents & galaxy of
splendid erlminal lawyers.

And now let us congider and answer the
guestion often asked the criminal lawyer,
‘“‘How can you justify your efforts in get-
ting a man charged with a criminal of-
fense free whem you practioally know he
is guilty?”’ How can a doctor justify him-
solf In saving a pationt afllictod with a
deadly disease ‘when he knows that the
man is o bad and dangerous character and
may do evil if he lives? His profession is

to save life.

Again, there laa prejudice against the
orlininal lawyor because of an opinion of
the publio that so many oriminals go free.
This is because in 99 eascs out of 100 the
publie, especially ip oities, takes it as more
than prima facie evidemce that an acousa-
tion means gulilt. The accused gets no
sympathy in that direction. His principal
friend.is his attorney. .

The newspapers give in most instances
only the stute’'s onse, because ths accounts
in the papers are publizhod lmmediately
upon the ooccurrence of the act the party is
accused of, and necessarily when preju-
dice, passion, ourtfosity and rumor are rife
in conneotion with it.

HE FOUND IT IN A TERRIBLE GALE|

OFF CAPE HATTERAS.

The Secret Dut After Nearly Half a Cen-
tury—One Hundred and Seven Pounds of
Gold Buried on the Coast of Maine—After
Perilous Adventures Jerry Is Rich.

It requires a diplomatio use of language
and a vast power Jf persuasion to induoe
old Jerry Haven of Sallivan Ferry to dis-.
olose how he went to California in 1850,
falled to enrn money, borrowed ocash to
take himself home, and then made a for-
tune when within two days’ journey of
New York. This is not because Jerry loves

mopney overmugh~for he spent nearly all
he made before he steadled down—but for

| the better reason thut he fears the original

owners of bhis wealth may yet tarry this
side of the grave and coma down east to
olaim their own. Therefore Jerry is wary
when approached on the subject, and }ia-
ble to flush and fly away long before any
truth seeker gets within range. v
The old man is short, stout and florid.
His breath goes and ocomes in listle gusts,
like a fanning mill that has lost every
other cog, and when exclted hia heart flut-

ters inside his ribe like a wild bird in a |

oage; but in spite of these physival defects
and in spite of the 71 years that he has seen
born and burled, he works every day .in
the winter for $10 a week and oolleocts the
rent on 14 summer cottages which he has
put up sinoce 1886. Residents who know
him, and have known him for decades,
say bhe is worth $60,000, which sum Is
probably 50 per cent larger than his actual
assets and nearly 100 por cent
the valuation Jerry ocan be induced to
place on his real estate when assessors are
around. Rioh or poor, he never ceases to
lament the waste of the fortune he made
coming home from Panama, and nevy
dlvulges how much property he owns to-
day, lost he should be brought to account

for the audacious speculation that first §

made him rich.

Though Jerry was not one of the 1849
“‘ Argonauts,’’ he went to the Paociflo ooast
early in 1860, taking all the money he had
dn the world with him.

Kxocept that two or
three fallures like himself tried to rob
him and were made sad when they learned
he had nothing worth stealing, the home-
ward trip was as dull as a minority party’s
ocauous, until the steamer drifted into a
hurricane off Cape Hatteras. Jerry, who
has been to sea aonsiderably since then
and bhas also aoted as moderator in a meet-
ing of two warring ohurch faoctions—to
say nothing of having once been chosen
stakeholder in a sprinting matoch—Jerry
says this was the most tangled and intri-
oate windstorm he ever passed through.
The first thing the sea did was to smash
every hoat on the steamer, and then it be-
gan to pound upon the hatohes and com-
panionway like the alarm at the inner gate
in a Good Templars' lodge. By this time
the returning gold hunters were thinking
about the wanity of riches in general amd
the greas weight of coinr in partioular, and
