Mr. Kelly would not sign the report as he
was opposed to the scheme. Tho olause
wus struck out, Mr. Lambert remarking
that all the committee aimed at was to
show the public the matter was under con-
sideration and had not been wshelved. T.
C. Wilson eaid the committee had been
oonaidering the matter for some months,
It was time some action was taken. Peo-
rle were asking when tie question would
Lo sottled. A. F. Chown informed the
board the question required grave ocon.

sideration, bub it was expected a suitable

report would be introduced at the next

meeting. Mr. Bennett maintained the
rowing question was one that required
exhaustive consideration and the com.
mittee should not be hurried. He
understood sewing formed part of 4he our-
riculum in the schools twenty years ago,
had proved a failure and waa discarded.
The women's council had petitioned the
wrong body. The minister of eduocation
should have been interviewed and asked to
insert a clause in the law governing the
mattor, stipulating that teachers should
pass an examination qualifying them for
the cutting and ﬂbbinﬁ of garments.
