all for love. In
1557 he took his
bride to the altar,
aud until last September their life was an
ideal one, Then came the blow, His part-
ner in life was stricken down and the judge
never  recovered from dhe effects of the
shock, His grief broke out continually,
He could not control himself; day
aftor day he mournsd, untyl at ];L'::t. the
burden became too great and he ended all
withi o bullet.  Judge Johnston was born in
Mount Carmel, 0., in 1585, He chise the law
[or a profession, and practiced in Cincinnati
from 186 to’I876. In 1576 lLe was elected
Judge of the court of contimon pleas, and in
1551 he was re-clected.  He wag highly es
toenmed by all who knew him. It is not too
much tosay that the judge owed mach of his
suceess to his wife,  In the hour of discour-
ngement she comforted him and spurred him
Liim on to rencwed offorts. Bhe wos inileed
an ideal wife,
