He Writes to & Tippoo Tib Who is Now in
Brussels- Interesting Story,

BRUssELs, Jan, 16.—The following letter,
written by Henry M. Stanley, has been re-
ceived in this city : **Boma of Bonaliza
Muretia, Aug. 17th. To Sheikh Hamed
Ben Mnlluznm%: From his good friend Heory
M. Stanley. Many saalams to you. J hope
that you are in as good health as I am, and
that you have remained in good health
since | left the Congo. I have much to say
to you, but hope I sliall see you face to face
before many days. | reached here this
morning with 130 Wangwana, three sol-
diers and GO natives belonging to Kmin
Pasha. It is now eighty-two days since |
left Kmin Pasha on the Nyanza. I only
loast three men all the way.
drowned and the other decamped.
the white men who were looking for Emin
Pasha quite well. The other white man,
Casoti, is a'so well. '

“Fmin P'asha has ivory in abundance,
thousands of catde aml sheep, goats,
fowls, wad food of all kinde, 1 found him
a very good and kind man. He gaveall our
white amd black men numbers of things.
His liberality could not be excelled. His
soldiers blessed oor black men for their
kindoess in coming so far to show them the
way. Many of them were ready to follow
me oul of the country but I asked them to
stay «uite a few months that 1| might return
atdl fetch the other men and goods left at
Yambanga

“They prayed to God that he would give
me strecgth to finish my work. May their
prayer be heard and now my friend whas
are you going todo? We have gone the
road twice over.  We know where it it good
and where it is bad, where there is plenty of
food and where there is none, where all the
camps are and where we shall sleep and
rest. I am waiting to hear your words, If
f:m go with me it is well. [ leave it t you,

will stay here ten days and will then pro.
ceed slowly. I will move hence to Big
Island, two hours march from here, above
this place. There are plenty of houses
there and plenty of food for the men,
Whatever you have tu say to e, my ears
will be open with a good heart, as it has
always been toward you. Therefore if you
ceme, come quickly, for on the eleventh
morning from this I shall move on.  All my
white men are well but I left them all be.
hind me except my servant William who is
with me. (SNigned) Hexry M. Stasxiey.”

sheikh Hamed Ben-Mahomed, to whom
the abave letter is addressed, is the Arab
Tippoo Tib.  The letter which was taken to
Stapley Falls by a messenger, and which
reached Brussels by post last night, is the
only one from Htan]-::] w hich reached the
coast of Africa. A number of other letters
which the messenger conveyed to Stanley
Falls still remain there, but it is expected
they will arrive in Kurope in two or three
months.

made arrangements for wu exploring expedi-
tion into Uentral Africa to obtain auchentic
news of Stanley and Emin Pasha, It will
be led by Thomas A Stevens, who made
himself famous by his tour around the
globe on a bicycle, and who is now on his
| way to Zanzibar, whence the expedition will

start. In vase the two explorers shall have
returped to civilized regions before Mr.
Stevens reaches Wadelai he will devote
himself to an investigation of the African
slave trade, against which Cardinal Lavie-
perie, primate of Africa, is conducting a
crusade. r -

T'here is magnificent work to be done in
this dark continent, even should v fate of
the two famous explurers be cleared up be-
fare Mr, Stevens arrives at Zanzibar, To a

reat extent the Worlid's special eorrespon-
ﬁant wlll be left to decide upon his ow n plans
on reaching the ground, though he' will al-
ways keep in mind the fact that the greatest
interest is felt in all parts of the civilized
world respecting Stanley and Emin Bey,
and that his duty will be to reach them in
case they are yet alive, to find their records
if they have perished, or to follow thewn if
they are held as prisouers in the hands of
the mahdi.

The point at which Mr. Stevens will
touch the dark continent for the purpose
of carying out his work will of course be
Zanzibar, and ne will have to decide on the
information gaived there as to his future
movements—whether he shall proceed to
the interior in search of Stanley and Emin,
or whether he shall devote himself to inde-
pendent travelj for the puipose of deserib.
ing the native tribes of Ceutral Africa, the
conflicts of the Giermans on the east coast,
or the horrors of the African slave trade,

Among the many African travellers and
explorers whom the World caused to be in-
terviewed on the subject there has been a
remarkab!y unanimousopinion that Stauley's
selection of the Cvngo route to Wadelai was
a mistake. The general opinion among
them seemed to Iﬁa that the expedition
should have started into the iuterior from
the east coast near Zanzibar.. While ac
knowledging the claims of these gentlemen
b0 Bpl:u& with the weight and authority
that always belong to experience, both the
World and Mr. Stevens thought that Stau.
ley, in choosing the Congn route, probably
knew what he was about much better than
anybody else could have told him. . By
this route the expedition certainly had »
comparatively plain and easy journey to
within four hundred miles of its destination,
and up to that point it was also within
touch, so to speak, of civilization.

Nevertheless, whatever Stanlev’s motive
tor preferring the Congn route might have
beeu, Mr. Steveuns, after carefully consider-
ing the question, decided: to start for the
interior from the east coast. He elected to
resch the territory north of the Victoria
Nyanza from Mombasa, following the route
traversed by Joseph Thompson's royal geo-
graphical society's expedition in 1833 1834,
through Massai land.

These Massai warriors are the Apaches of
East Africa, and from them may be appre-
hended, perhaps, the only very serious .rm-
cer between Mombasa and the Viectoria
Nyanza. They are a wild and exceedingly
interesting people, and in crossing their
country lively and dangerous, though not
mim:nurih' disastrons, times may be expect.
gLl
The domestic life of tive Massai is a curious
antl interesting study. The people live in
kraals, much like the kraals of Zululand,
I'hey make no attempt to cultivite the soil.
I'heir sole poasessious are herds of cattle,
which are recuperated from season to season
by the cattle raiding exploits of the El-
Moran. Meat and milk are their daily food,
and the ouly eatables, in fact, up to a cer
tain age. Up to about forty years of age
every male is an k|- Moran, or warrior, who,
when on the war path lives in & kraal with
& hundred or two of his comrades, and about
the same¢ number of young uwomarried wo-
meu. These young women are known ns
Ditto, and are described by the very few
travellers who have seen them, as slender
and well formed, with features distinctly
Earopean, and in their manner *‘aristocrativ
and lady-like.” The duties of the Ditto are
to attend to the wauts of the El-Moran, to
cook the beef and milk the cows that are set
apart by the tribe for the support of the
military kraals. In their domestic relations
the Ditto and the El Moran form a comma-
nity of which, from our ideas of social mor-
ality, the less sail here the better. ln case
of war the whole canip, cattle, Ditto and all
take the field, the for'ner to provide susten-
ance for the warriors and the latter to milk,
cook and attend to their wants, as at home,
Rapidity is to be the first aim of the ex-
pedition, and although splendidly equipped
throughout with firearms of the Lu-t pat-
tern, only at the last extremity will a shot
be tired. *‘He who goes gently goes safe” is
to be Mr. Stevens’ motto,

Ihe empress
wrole a letter to the college through Sir
Spencer Wells beseeching the members of
the college not to take any such step, since
it would seriously impair her position in
Germany. This letter was wntten from
Usborue on the queen's letter paper. The
vmpress lodicated farther that Sir Morrell
Mackenzie wrote the book in question at the
solicitation of hersell and the queen, wul
that any censure passed on him must peces-
warily reflect on them.

Few people ountside the
prifession realize what a blow this is te Sir
Morrell Mackenzie. Yot the vote of the
cullege lacked only two votes of being unaui-
mous. lo my opinion the empress bungled
as badly in heading off this move as Sir
Morvell Mackenzie aid in publishing the
hook.
