for many years, ceriainly the best that

and suspices. [n makings comparison,
and in drawing inferenees, wa see many
pointa in which the Midlaud is the equal
of the Provincial which has, we may safe-
ly sssume, suadered ita relativne with
Kingston, sad which, it is intended, the

ot M}]’ There was great activily
wanifest ou the grounds from the time
they were opened at an early hour. The
arrivals from the country were very nu-
merous, snd the excursion steamers
delivered their precious cargoes [rom
Belleville and the Bay of Quints ports,
and from the neighbouring towns alung
the American {rontier. Beven steamers
sutered the harbour with crowded decks
—ibs ‘Mand,” 'Geneva,’ ‘Pisrrepont,’
sad ‘Princess Louise,’ from Cape Vin-
cent, Gananogque aund the [slands; the
‘Empress of Indis,” and ‘Hastings’ from
the Bay, sud the * laland Belle’ and *Wan-
derer,’ lrum Olayton, Alsxandria Bay,
ote. Among the Buck of Awmerican cou-
gins (oumbered by the hondreds) were
some who have recently made a ciroult
of the fairs hald in several of the conn-
ties in New Yurk State, and it wes ara
tifying to learn from thess that the Di
rectura of ke Midland had every reason
to pluree themselves upon the results of
their laboar.

The atteadance was large all day, but
its grestest proportioms were Teached
about the middle of the afternoon, when
it is caloulsted there were present as
many as nearly 9,000. There was & con
tinuous trafic through the gates, and
the avenuea leading two and frum the
Palace ware lived and blackened vn each
side ty plodding pedestrians, some of
whowm preferred Bhank+' mare, and some
of whom had no other alternative, hav-
ing fuiled to secure ths accowwmodation
which they deaired, while the whirl and
rush of vehicles raised a heavy cloud of
dust, and, in the cvowdiny, required the
akillful handling of the horses. An el-
ficiont staff of ticket sellers and ticket
collectors were busily employed, but
deft and numerons as were the fingers
at work the exchange of bank bills and
fractional currency for pastehuard cunld
not be conducted rapidly enough to avoid
the annuysnces cf an oocasional crush in
the vicinity of the office.

The street cars are said to have cained
money in carrying passengers Lo
and from the [air ground, between &, -
000 and 7,000 persons, the passage both
ways being taken by visitors. When it
is remembered thal the csbmen and
'busses and private conveyances oariied
thousands also the tideof travel 1nay
be imagined.

Whars 80 many congregate it is nol
surprisivg that there should be a breach
of the peace. There were a cruple ol
slight disturbances, which were guagoi-
fied by the movementa of the people where
they veeurred, but omitting these the
proceedings of the day passed off har-
meniously and with satisfaction, and 'tis
well, since some of the city police are
either incowpetent or indispossd Lo use
their licensed muthority.

T wo side shows,an sout sally,the mecha
nieal horse, ete , took the attention ol not
a few. The amusements were apparsntly
well patrunised. The ‘fakers’ were very
buay, and they, too, seemed to profit by
the pressnce of those who have siways a
hankering tc make advantageous invest-
menta, and frequently pay preity dearly
for their whistle.

Duriog the alternoon one of the excur-
sion bands sonounced their arrival by the
performance of a couple of very credit-
able selections, followed soon alter by the
Battery banl, which rendered a choice
programms of music. The rest between
the pisces was put allowed to becoms
monotooons, as the piancs in the Palace
were kept nearly constantiy in tune, res
lieved at intervals by the grind of the
peanut roaster, and the declamations of
the mau of razor paste famé.
