““He is tho ablest diplomatist and the
shrowdest politician 1 ever knew,”’ sald
the Hon. Rolbwrt J. Walkor o ﬁlllllllu
from an interview with President Lin-
coln. Mr. J. R Gilmore, to whom the
remmark was made, reports In his ' Per-
sonal Recullections’ soveral remarks of
Hormee Greeley which jllustrate how much
Mr Lincoln's diplomatic and political
power was due to his wonderful personal
magnetism.

President Lincoln, having been often
and severvly arraigned im The Tribune fop
what Mr. Greeley considered his slownoss
in prosecuting the war, had sald: “If he

glad to have him state to me his views
frankly and fully. I shall adopt his if I
can. If I cannot, I will at least tell him
why. lle and I should stand together.”’

“If I were to go,’’ said Greeley when
the words were repeated to him, **hé would
simply twist me around his fingers, as he
ll“‘r'n}‘! does. "’

“‘Lincoln's smile would wilt me in half
a minute,'” he sald on another occasion
when again drged to sce the president and
have a talk with him, ‘'He is a wonder-
ful man—wonderful! I never can harbor
a thought against him except when I keep

away from him."
