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Timber Supply of the Country.

Notwithstanding the great draw upon “the
wood reserves of the country, there is nc
danger of exhaustion at present. New Eng-
land is by no means denuded of its timber.
The great northwestern pineries are com-
paratively -unexhausted. There is also a
vigorous second growth of white pine in New
England, where the forests are already yield-
ing between 200,000,000 and 300,000,000 feet
of timber annually. Southern pine, although
stripped from the banks of the streams flow-
ing into the Atlantic, is practically untouched
in the gull states, especially those bordering
on the Hissimippi. The hard wood forests of
the Mississippi basin are still prolific. In
Michigan, particularly the northesn penin-
sula, bard wood is plantiful, maple especially.
In the Paciflc coast region the great forests of
fir are prnchcal]y intact. The forest capacity
of the country is vast. Strange to say, the
decimating element of most potence is fire,
and not the axes of mercenary timber spec-
ulators.—Boston Bulletin.

Something About Colorow, the Chilef of
of the Utes,

The noble red man does not seem to be sat-
isfled with the rapidity of the processes of ex-
termination of himself that are constantly
and relentlessly at work. So he bhas decided

to bave another war with the whites. That

ls, old Colorow, the Ute chief, now the most
talked about of all the Indians, has come to
that decision, hence the disturbances in the
White river region of Colorado. We present
a map of the seat of the war and a cut show-
ing the type of the Utes

The present trouble grows out of the dissat-
isfaction felt by many of the Utes with the
settlement of the difficulties several years ago,
Prior to 1570 a hue and cry was raised by
Colorado settlers against the Utes, who then
held some of the finest, lands west of the
mountains. They wanted the land and
wanted to oust the Utes at any cost, 50 they
appealed to congress and congress passed a

bill providing for a treaty. A commission
was sentout. The Utes were given choice of
certain lands in southern Utah, and as a
bonus to induce them to aceept the situation
were granted certain annuities.

Colorow, who is big, fat and “sassy,” was
one of the first of the Utes to express dissatis]
faction with the effort to deprive them of their
rich lands. The Utes were, however, finally
removed. Driven from their fine lands at
the point of the bayonet, they settled in Utah,
and upon an arid desert, the lava bed tract:
Colorow resisted all the time He would not
stay in Utah, but returned to western Col-
orado with sixty braves and their families
He used to go to the agency, however, when
the annuities were distributed and clmm his
share.

Since 1880 Colorow has been adding to his
following from the dissatisfied Utes of differ-
ent tribes. “He took part in the frightful
Meeker massacre at the White River Agency.

Among his associates was Capt. Jack, who,
when a ,mo:ﬂeredtolewehis

tent, and upon his refusal was blown out of
the tent and outofoxistencentthemeﬂmo

with a mountain hcowitzer,
Colorow used to visit Denver often, and on

one occasion went to Governor McCook’s
office and became rather insolent, Governor
McCook solved the Indian question right
there.
