Sir E. F. Du Cane, surveyor-general of
prisons, in a London magazine, preseuts fig
ares to show that if the increase of crime In
England had kept pace with the increase of
population there would have been twice os
many criminals in 1587 as in 1837, as the
population has very nearly doubled. The
number of criminals, however, is only about
one-fifth as large as it was fifty years age, On
the accession of Victoria, in 1837, there were
43.000 in the Australian colonies, 4,000 wait.
ing transportation, 1,000 at Gibraltar, the
same number at Bermuda, and nearly if not
quite 1,000 in Millbank prison. The aggre
gate number of convicts was 50,000, On the
fiftieth anniversary of the coronation of Vic-
toria there were 7,414 persons in Dritish

Few
persons will deliberately commit crimes if
they believe there is not one chance in -a
hundred of their escaping arrest and avoid-
ing punishment. Detection, arrest, and con.
viction are all very uncertain in this coun-
try, and as a consequence crimes are very
numerous.”

The conclusion is a wise one. Everywhere
it is apparent that the milder the treatment
of crime the more difficult the suppression
of it. It is a mistake to handle criminals,
especially the hardened ones, gingerly. They
don’t appreciate kindness ; in too many
cases they regard it as a gnasi-encourage-
ment of their misconduct. The Juter-Ocean
is right ; in England, (and generally Can.
