New York, Sopt. 27.—Patriotism go-
verns the betting on the International yacht
race to a large extent, and odds ranging
all the way from 10 to 9 8o 2 in favor of the
Boston bLoat are offered. Among those,
however, who are competent to approximate-
ly judge the merits of the two yachts from
an inspection of their hulls and nrgs, or
from studying the published lines and pho-
tographs, more conservatism is evinoed, and

there is little disposition to give odds either |

way. Some of the profassional bookmakers
have some time between race days to lay
some money on this exent, but as far as can
be discovered they have steadfastly refused
to offer inducements one way or another, If
the race takes p'ace to-day the chances will
be decidely in favor of the Secotgh racer.

This means ‘“Go,” and the
yachts will go whooping as fast as the wind
can carry them down between the Electra
and the buoy. They will then work through
the Narrows, keeping to the west of the
Brownstone island fort, and thereafter they
will keep inside of the two rows of buoys
that mark the regular channel followed by
the largest ocean steamships when going to
sea. ‘When well down toward. the lower
side of the lower bay this channel turns
abruptly to the left, and the yachts will
still follow the channel. The corner around
which they turn is called the Southwest
Spit ; buoys 10 and 84 mark it. Then they
will sail outsice of Abtack buoy, with
buoys on the end of the shoal off the poiut
of the Hook, after which they will make the
best of their way to the red Sandy Hook
lightship anchored about four miles out to
sea. They will round this and skurry back
over the course they came by until they
arrive just below the green earthen walls of
Fort Wadsworth, on Staten Island. Here
the black buoy, No. 13, will serve to mark
one end of the home line, the Electra serv-
ing as the other, and asin the chart.”
