A FAREWELL WORD.

In the North American Review Dr. Henry
M. Field has “‘a last word to Col. Rebert
G. Ingersoll,™ and, with the letter which it
criticises, it ranks as the highest quality of
controversial writing. Like all others who
have read Mr. Ingersoll’s open letter on the
Christian religion Dr. Field says he has been
charmed by it, that he has read it a half
dozen times, and each time with a new ap-
preciation of the great inhdel’s skill as an
advocate. Yet after all v, Field finds in
all he has said in reply thereto nothing he
desires to withdraw or change.

Perhaps in this last spirited coutribution
to one of the most learned and critical dis-
cussions of the day the most striking fea-
ture is Dr. Field's complete ammihilation
of some eternal punishment theories. In
Ingersoll’s correspondence he makes the ap
palling statement that the God whom man
worships tortures, through all the endless
years, the man who entertains an honest

:lcmbl, and Dr, Field says he sees no effect

of the declaration—it has made noune upon
him —simply because he does not affirm nor
believe the things attributed to him by his
atheistical assailant. Dr. Field says that
he believes that in the future world every

man will be judged according to the deeds
done in the boady, and that judgment, what-
ever it is, will be transparently just, “God,”

he says, “‘is more merciful than man, He

desireth not the death of the wicked. Christ

forgave where men would condemn, and

whatever be the fate of any human soul it
can never be said that the Supreme Ruler

was  wanting either in justice or mercy.

This I emiphasize because you dwell so much

upon the subject of future retribution, giv

ing it an attention’so coustant as to be al-

most exclusive., = Whatever else you touch
upon you soon come back to this as the
black thunder cloud that darkens all the

horizon, casting its mighty shadows over

the life that now is and that which is to

come. Your denunciations of the ‘inhuman’

belief are so reiterated that one would bLe
left to infer that there is n?nhiug else in re-
ligion, that it is all wrath and terror. RBut
this is puttipg a part for a whele, Religion
is & vast system of which this is but a single
feature ; it is but one doctrine of many ;
aud indeed some, whom no one doubts to be
devout Christiuns, dovot holditatall, or ounly
in ‘a modified form, while with all their
hearts they accept and profess the religion
that Christ came to bring into the world.”
