THE PULPIT ON LABOUR.

Oue of the remarkable signs of the times
1s the attention which the clergymen are
giving to the interests of the working classes,
and it is a sign of much significance. Against
som2 of those who have championed labour
interests the charge has been made that
they are influenced by personal motives,
but this charge cannot be fairly or honestly
urged against the clergy. They occupy a
peculiar position ; they minister to all classes,
the rich and the poor, the dependant and
the independent, the capitalist and the la-
bourer, in spiritual things, aad, occasion-
ally, in order to awaken men to a sense of
duty to the church and to themselves, they
criticise the transactions of their followers
in the most trenchent language. Few min-
isters in the past have, however, shown a
dispositicn to go beyond the line where
speech ceases to be non-committal ; but the
number 1s increa®ing, and by.and-bye the
occupants of the pulpit may be the arbiters
as well as critics of the differences occurring
between the employers ayd employees.

Not long since a meeting of Protestant
F.piscopal clergymen was neld in New Y ork
(Bishop Huntington and Rev. W. S. Rains-
tord, D.D., among them) at which these
questions were seriously considercd. The
meeting was held under the auspices of the
Church Association for the Advancement of
the Interests of Labour, whose objects and
principles are the following :

The Chureh Association for the Advance-
ment of the Interests of Labour, believing
that the clergy and laity of the church
should become personally interested in the
social question now being agitated, should
inform themselves of the nature of the issues,
presented, and should be prepared to act as
the necessities of the day may demand, sets
forth the following priuciples and methods

of work for its members : ‘
1. It is of the essence of the teaching of

Jesus Christ that God is the Father ot all
men and that all men are brothers.

I. God is the sole possessor of the earth
and its fulness : man i t the steward of

God’s bounties.
3. Labor, being the exercise of body, mind

and spirit, in the broadening and elevating
of human life, it is the duty of every man to

labour diligently.
4. When the divinely-intendedopportunity

to labor is given to all men one great cause
of the -present widespread suffering aud de-
stitution will be removed.

Those present were far trom being in ac-
cord with the principles thus enunciated,
but the speeches indicated that seriousatten
tion had been directed to the attitude the
church ought to maintain in relation to the
industrial questions now agitating society.
Bishop Huntington advised employers to be

Just- and patient, to live unostentatiously,

and advised clergymen to study the coudi:
tions and needs of the people. The classes
could only be reconciled on the foundation
of the gospel of Christ and by the churéh.

LABOUR AND WAGES.

| Flint Glass Workers' UltimatumeStrike

in Northampton Shoe Factorvies.

Loxpox, Dec. 2.—A surike is in progress
In the shoe factories at Northampton. Last
evening while a body of police were escort-
ing the workmen to their homes thev were
attacked by the strikers, and a severe strug-
gle ensued. Eight constables were injured
by being struck with stounes. It is expected
that worse trouble will occur at the end of
the week, when an immense number of
operatives will be locked out.

NEW YORK, Dec. 2.—A Philadelphia des-
patch says that through the efforts of Gen
eral Manager McLeod, of the Philadelphia &
Reading railway, and a committee of the

veading employers and striking miners, all
danger of a serious complication hetween
the company and Lehigh operators, because
of the interception of the Lehigh ‘‘scab”
coal, has been avoided. It is thought that
the Reading freight hands will not in future
attempt to intercept any more ‘‘scab” coal
sent 1{0'&11 from the interdicted Lehigh re-
gion. The editors of the leading papers of

Philadelphia were appealed to yesterday by
a committee of miners to act as arbitrators

in the Lehigh strike, and the comuaittee was
assured that the cause of the men would
receive the hearty sympathy and co-opera-
tion of the editors.

NEW YoRrk, Dec. 2. —An important secret
meefing was held in this city on Tuesday in
which the shoe manufacturers participated.
From several of the centres for that trade in
the United States several methods were
considered, which if adopted, the manufac-
turers claim will do away with most of the
annoyance incident to strikes in their trade.
