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THE CZAR IN DENMARK
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Plotures of the Caar and His Family
and the King and Queen of Denmark.
The caar of Russia has lately laid aside his

iron clad overchat and put the fear of Nihil

jgts from before his eyes whilo visiting his
mamma-in-law the queen dowager of Dea-
mark. The good old lady is now 30, and on
her last Lirthday she had all her family pre-
sent, and a very remarkable family it is, in-
cluding monarchs and the wives of prospec-
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public life; but for reasons of state she was
persuaded to marry the next beir, the pres-
ent Czar Alexander. He was deeply attached

to the Princess Marie Metzchersky, but gave
her up for the ‘‘good of the nation,” as they

such persons gave little promise of happi-
ness; yet the czar and czarina are most de-
voted to each other, and their domestic life
is singularly bappy—when they are free from
the dread of assassinatiocn. They were mar
ried in 1800, and have three sons and Lwo
daughters.

THE CZAR AND HIS BONS.

Americans, in view of some events in their
civil war, are inclined to feel friendly to
Russia; and we might wish Alexander ILI
all possible peace and happiness if we could
only forget Poland and Siberia. But when
we read the moderate manifesto of the Rus-
sian reformers, and know that many of
them, for no crime but asking for more free-
dom, have been doomed to Siberia, and
when we reflect how many thousand Polish
patriots have dragged out lives of misery in
that cold land, we must conclude that the
equities forbid peace and comfort to such
rulers. Many apologies are made for Siberia,
and undoubtedly real criminals are sent
there: but, thanks to the daring representa-
tives of the press, the world now knows as
much about that dreary region as we know
of British America. .

Irkutsk, capital of eastern Siberia, is 3,080
miles from Moscow, and is nominally the des-
tination of political exiles; yet, in fact, many
of them are sent nearly or quite 3,000 miles

| farther—to Verchoiausk, the coldest inhab-

ited spot in tho world, almost within hailing
distance of the Arctic ocean, where the
ground never thaws a yard deep in the hot-
test summers; where only two or three short
lived vegetables can be grown; where the
mercury often goes to 85 degs. below
gero, and is never above zero from No-
vember to April! There these unfortu-

pate men, most of whom are gentlemen

of some culture and refinement, linger the
dreary months away in yakoute huts; and
such is the power of woman's love, many a
devoted wife who might live at ease in Rus-
sia travels ali those weary miles to live ‘and
die with an exiled husband.
