THE MILK BUSINESS CRITICISED.

Aclinn Takea to Prevent the Adultering
ol the Milk Now Golag On.

{ he milk business is a profitable one. [t
1< cstimated that there are over one hundred
vendors in this city. The quality of the
il has not been, and is not now the very
test, Complaints have been numerous,
e people alleging that they have paidl
‘or more water than mulk ; others charging
e vendors with using adulterations caleu
latedd to make the milk unwholesome. A
common complaint is that skimmed milk
has been mived with fresh milk and sold as
the PPuare article.  An article that b‘ringa Se,
Pt quart shouid be good, and the boards of
health have the power to see that it is as it
has been re wed. Dr. Fee, medical
health officer, has, by the provincial board,
vecn asked to bring the wmilk question
before the Kingston boand, and it will be
done next week., If the board sanctions it

the melical health officer can collect sam

ples of mulk from those who sell'it in the
city and forward to a gevernment analyst for
examination.  He will sead back a report
stating the proper standard of wmilk to be
endoysed. The wedical health otficer can
then grant permits to vendors to supply
wilk in the city, provided they accept the
standard of the governmeut analyst.

The boanl has also power to appoint
veterinary sutgeon whose duty it will be to
igake regular visits to the premises of all
seiling milk and examine the stalls in which
cows are Kept and report upon their clean-
liness, also as to whether the cows from
which milk is procured are aflicted with dis
ease.  If he finds any of the animals diseased
he can onder that they b: put away from
the prenises of the owner.

Again if wmilkmen be found guilty of sup-
plying milk not up to the standarnd they can
be tined $50 for the first offence and $100
tor the second. Milk sellers are now in the
habit, it is said, of supplying people who
make the demand with pure cream. ’roba-
hly it is more costly than milk and the high
price paid tor it is therefore a great induce-
ment to push its sale. Bat if this is done
how can the milkmen supply people with
pure milk. For the services of the analyst
the city will be compelled to pav half the
expense and the government, the balance.

No direct action was taken on these
memorials by the convention, which refer-
red them to the committee on the state of
the church; but ultimately an address was
put forth by the hishdps which, after reci-
ting the appointmeunt of a commission of
Bishops in 1833, empowered to confer with
other christian bodies, and the declaration
of the Episcopate in 1880that it was the right
and duty of the Episcopates of all national
churches holding the primitive faith and
order, and of the several bishops of thesame,
to protect in the holding of that faith and
the recovery of that order those who have
been wrongfully deprived of both, and this
without demanding a rigid uuniformity or
the sacrifice of their naticnal traditions of
worship and discipline or of their rightful
autonomy, proceeds as follows :
