Virginla’s New Senator.
Hon. John 8. Barbour, Mr. Riddleberger's
guccessor as a member of the United States

scnate for Virginia, has long been a leader
of politics in the

0ld Dominion. He
comes of good old
Virginia stock, and
was born in Cul-
pepper county,Va.,
Dec, 20, 1820. A
graduate . of the
Uhniversity of Vir-
ginia and a lawyer
by profession, he
first served - his
stato in the legisla-
ture for four cons
secutive sessions,
commencing in
1847. From 155 to
1881 he was presi-
dent of the Orange and Alexandria Railroad
company, during which time it was greatly
