WRECK OF THE VORTIGERN.

The Steamer Stnks In a Trphoan in the
Thina Sea- Twenly Lives Lo,

SAay Fraxoisco, Jan. 9% —The steamship
Rio Jageirs brngs the particulars of the
wreck of the British steamer Vortigern with
the loss of twenty lives in a typlhioon in the
China Sea. The chiel officer gave the follow-
ing account of the disaster :

The Vortigern left Towray Day for Hong
Kong on Nov. i, with a eargo of sugar, the
erew and passengers numbering fifty-one. We
encountered a heavy gale on Nov. 14, and
the sea Dbroke continually over the
vessel, washing one of the boats away.
When day broke on Nov. 16 the gale had be-
come terrible, another boat was smashed,
many seas were shipped, and the doors of the
stokehole were stove in. On Novw, 17, the
water rosa so high in the stokehole that the
fire was put out. On the morning of Nov, 18
it was apparent that there was mo chance to
save the ship, and orders were given to get
ready the two boats which remained.

‘Bome of the crew and passengers were washed

overboard, and although some of them were
saved about twenty perished. The remainder
of the passengers and crew got into the b oals
and the vessel sank at 2 p.m. about fiity mi les
northwest of North Danser Reefs. All we
had in the boats was some tins of biscuits and
some dirty water. The néarest place where
we coilld get any help was the Cochin China
coast, 250 miles away. After two dayy'

voyage we sighted Cape Verella and landed

at tl',tm .
