Eliza Garfield (Eliza Ballou), mother of
James A. Garfield, whose death was recently

She was born in New Hampshire and mar-
ried Abram Garfield, a native of New York,
but of Massachusetts ancestry, ‘having de-
scendad from Edward Garfield, an Enclish
Puritan, who, in 1630, was one of thu founders
of Watertown.
