{ fact, that Americap produce finds its way

to ourislands—and iucded it must, for we
cannot supply them.—Here then our pro-
duce, what little we ship tothe West Indies
must meet theirs.—But then it is agued,
that the reshipment, and consequent charg-
es upon their produce operates asa bounty
upon ours.—Graunting this 10 be the case,
the difference upon the quantity of our pro-
ducts which reach the West Indies, would
be but trifling—Dbut that trifle would be a
saviogl grant.—Bat when we meet their
produce in market, the question 1s not what
we can afford our productions for, but what
we can get.—The Awmericans must do so al-
s0. Both parties must be governed by the
state of the markei, the quantity on hand,
the demand &c.. This is the test of all mer-
cantile transactions, and in the shipment of
our products thismust be the governing prin-
ciple. The merchant whe ships a cargo to
the W. Indies, or any other quarter, must
not say, this article cost me so much laid
down in your market, and I must have at
least that price, or not sell. He must take
what he can obtain, or what the state of
the market, warrants the purchaser in giv-
ing. Butitis argued by some that if the
Americans gain a direct trade, they will
glut the markets and we shall consequently
be compelled to sell ata loss.—And what bet-
ter, I would ask, are the markets when the
Yankees are excluded.—Will our Brother
Colonists of the W. Indies give us an e xor-
bitant price, when by sending te a neutral
island, they can obtain their provisions at a
low price? When a neutral island is glut-
ted byadventurers, with American produce
and a forced sale must be effected, must not
the Americsn take what he can get? 'And
are not our W. India merchants capable of
driving a good bargain? Those deposits
of American produce in neutral islands, af-
fect our W. ludia markets as much as though
it were in our W. ludia ports.—Then where
can be the great benefit to. us of excluding
the Americans?

It is in fact, nothing, and in reality, that
very exclusion of American produce, has an
effect of lowering their prices. And this
very produce, bought at a reduced price in
consequence of the restriction, we must meet
in market, and sell as Jow too, or we shall
find no sale.—Let the W. India Trade be
opened to the Ameticans, and the prices of
produce would immediately rise in their
ports. We export the same production as
the Americans, and what, in the name of
common sense, is the reason we cainnot ex-
port on as advantageous ierms asthey? We
must meet them in foreign market, and en-
ter into competition with them.—What dif-
ference whether we meet them in Kingston,
Montreal, Liverpool or Jamaica? The ag-
gregate of produce received at those places
no matter where from, together with the de-
mand, governs the prices, and we must a-
bide by themi. Our Lumbermen are as en-
terprizing, and our farmers have as good
land, as the U. 8. afford—then why should
we fear to compete with them?

- The writer of an article in the Albion
signed “Anti Monopolist,” (attributed by
some to Mr. Bachanan) notwithstanding
the censare of the house of Assembly, and
strictures of your brother Editor and his
correspondents, has evidently a correct
view of the commercial interests of the
Province, and we instead of discouraging
our farmers with the whine of American
produce destroying our markets, should en-
courage a manly and fair competition, and
Canadian resources, properly fostered, need
not fear to meet the Yaukees, in any for-
