We propose this—
that a comunission under the sign manual
should be issued, authorising any one or
more persons therein named to affix the
Kirg's signature, by means of a stamp, to be
prepared for the purpose, to each instrument
requiring that signature. By way of securi-
ty, and to guard against the abuse of that
power, we propose that the parties named
in that warrant or commission shal} take an
oath that the instrument is not unfairly nor
improperly obtained; and that it is b com-
wand of “his Majesty that they affix the
stamp to theinstrument. This is not the on-
1y guard or securit proposed, my Lords.—
We propose. that t‘e parties named in the
commission should not have that authority
affixing the signature until the instrument
be signed by three of his Majesty’s Minis-
ters. This isalso a guard against the abuse
of power. Itappears to me, my Lords. that
if we were to stop here the security is so
ireat that no practical evil could result.—
ut we proceed further; one of the officers
of the Privy Couacil is to witness the signa-
ture, and inderse at the back of the instru-
inent the nature andwobject ofit, This isa-
nother security. . If any Noble Lord can add
to these socurities we shall be glad to receive
the suggestion. We have, inthe first in-
stance, the parties n d in the ission,
having the autherity of his Majesty's com-
mand to affix the stamp to an instiument.
To violate this order would be a bigh mie-
demeanour. We have in addition tothis the
obligation of an oath. We have this further
security, the instrument indorsed, which
would be otherwise null and void. The
stamp must be affixed in presence of other
arties. All forgery is, t erefore, impossi-
le. Itappearsto me impossible more ef-
fectually to goard against the possibility of
evil resulting from the measure. In the
Bill there is an express clause, by which,
notwithstanding the enactment,itis provided
that his Majesty’s sign manual shall have
the same force and effect as if this Act had
not passed. I have thusstated shortly the
nature of the measure, and I would suggest,
my Lords, that this Biil should be laid upon
the table; that it should be printed; and
your Lordship will then have an opportu-
nity of considering the subject, which as I
have already said, is one o great delicacy.
Upon the second reading of the Bill the dis-
cussion may be taken. I new propose to
move the second reading to-morrow, and
that the standing orders may be suspended,
in order that it may be passed as rapidly as
possible, if your Lordsbips should approve
thiscourse. ' I now move that the Bill be
read a first time.
