I entertain no
fear of the Democratic portion of the state
acquiring too much power: we are assem-
bled here to day, becanse it has hitherto
possessed far too little. When did the House
of Commons plunder the Aristocracy, to
provide places, and pensions, and sinecures
for the poer! Never; but can it be as tru-
ly averred, that the industrious have never
been plundered to satisfy the ambition and
cupidity of the rich? Fam therefore anx-
ious, that the Democracy of these should ob-
tain their natural rights as guaranteed to
them by the theory of the Constitution.—
We ask no favor, no boon; we demand that
which it is equally a matter of justice and
expediency to grant.—Yes Sir the safety of
the country calls aloud for reasonable, am-
ple, timely, concessions, to the just claims
of the people. By refusing just rights, an
awful spirit may be engendered, which
when once in motion, wiil not stop at the
barriers of natmal equity, but sweep away
in its wild headlong course, all that is saric-
tioned even by unquestionable right. The
friends of Reform are the enemies of Revolu-
tion. The sufferings of the people are mak-
ing them politicians and calculators of priv-
ileges. They are beginning to complain of
the niggardly hand with which the poblic
is withheld from pu of publir. use-
fulness, whilst it is lavishly squandered up-
on the subject of vanity or 7 rofigacy.—
When any thing is wanted for the benefit of
the people economy is pleaded; whilst the
very next day, perhaps a sinecure or pen-
sion of ten times the amount is given to an
individual. We were tn years in getting
a paltry grant of 1500, per annum for the
Belfast institution, which was conferring
the greatest blessings upon Ulster; but, at
the very same instant, the pampered, aris-
tocratic attendants and menials of George
111, were receiving £4,000 a year out of the
public treasury. 1do not wish to excite
odium against the affluent or those in pow-
er; hut these are open, daring, erying abuses;
and the people should plainly, manfully,
and moderately declare, that they will not
allow such a system to he continned.

the House of Commons genuine representa-
tives of the eople,inxteage:ﬂhemreechocs
of the Nobility, that now make an idle mock-
ery of the representation! But can this be
aCCOmPIished under our present system of
voting! We have the theory, buf not the
act of representation. We say, that free-
holders have a right to vote. "Now, Sir, a
right in its very nature, implies the privi-
lege of doing an action without incurring a
penaity. A penal right is a contradiction in
terms. and the very meaning of the word
[franchise is free, uncontrolled choice. Tosay
that a man has a right to vote fora repre-
sentative, and then punish him for exercis-
ing it, is an insolent moekery hoth of justice
and common sense. ' What, then, in nincty-
nine cases out of every hundred, is the free-
dom practicaliy enjoyed by our votes? Why,
they are perfectly frec to vote—ijnst as their
landlord commands them! If they dare to
murmur, some kind agent, or gentle bailifi,
gives them a hint, that they hold their
farms by life leases, that men’s breath is in
their nostrils, and that, perhaps, other ten-
ants’ more grateful to a good landlord, may
befound! A few intrepid men may he proof
against this rhetoric, rharo known some
who kept a conscience, and died in destitn-
tion. But with the great majority, it isall-
persuasive. They shout lusti!y forthe men
they hate, “ give their sweet voices” at the
word of command—dance gaily to the music
of their ehains—and call out to every passer
by, «“ don’t you see that we are free-men?”
