woods. The sloop of war found there,
twelve vessels which had been hurnt to the
water’s edtﬁe, and it was satisfactorily as-
tertained that their crews, amounting fo ome
hundred end fifty persons, had been murdered.
There is therefore, some reason to believe
that Gibbs may refer to this affair, and that
the vessel was the British sloop of war a-
bove mentioned, and not the nterprise, as
the pirates sup d at the time.

The barque Transit, an American vessel,
was also captured by them, and the whole
of her crew destroyed.

Havana was the general resort of the pi-
rates, to dispose of their booty. There
they sauntered about withoutapprehension,
and even lodged at the same houses with
many ot the American officers who were
sent out to destroy them. He states that
he was acquainted with many of the offi-
cers, and was afpprised of all their intended
movements before they left the harbor.

After their complete expulsion from those

seas, we are unadvised of the course of

Gibbs until he sailed, sometime during the
last spring, for Gibralter, and thenée to Al-
giers, in the hope of getting on board some
of the Barbary corsairs.

the charter of King’s College to be cancell-
ed, and to grant another free from the ob-
jections to which our duty to the people of
this Province has induced us to advert.

3d, the said county of Lincoln
has been represented in the Provincial Par-
liament as a county generally and not by
ridings. ' The same course has been adopt-
ed in the county of York.

That by the act passed in the fourth year
of His late Majesty King George the Fourth
