The Marquis of LONDONDERRY also
wished to enquire if the Noble Earl had ta-
ken into consideration the suggestion made
by a Noble Friend of his with regard to the
pr ion of the Pe 31—[hear.] He be-
lieved that nothing would please the trades-
people of the metropolis more than the an-
nouncement that the procession should take
place. He therefore begged to be infrrmed
ifthe Noble Earl, or rather the Select Vestry
to whom the coronation were intrusted, still
entertained the intention of smuggling in
the Peeresses at Poet’s-corner—[hear and
langhing,] and then leaving them huddled
together in Westminster-Abbey in such a
manner as they could not be distinctly or
separately seen’—[hear hear.] - As he be-
lieved that he in common with all his No-
ble Friends, were indebted to his Majesty’s
own gracious consideration with regard to
the manner in which their homage was to be
tendered, he hoped to hear that his Majesty
was made acquainted with the public feeling
respecting the procession of the Peeresses,
and he requested the Noble Earl would
state whether any representation had been
made to the King by him on the subject.
He could not refrain from again expressing
his hope that the noble and elegant display
of the procession would not be dispensed
with, the more particularly as we had a
Queen to grace the approaching ceremony,
which was not the case on the late occa-
sion—[hearg
Karl GREY declared . that what he said
on the occasion alluded te by the Noble
Lord, was that homage was to be paid accor-
ding tothe precedents of George the Third’s
and George the fourth’s. Coronation, as. it
was exactly the same on both eccasions.
With regard to the other point on which the
Noble Lord applied to him, he beg}ged leave
to refer him for more accurate information
than he could give to the Earl Marsball’s
office—[hear.)
Viscount STRANGFORD said that,
though herun the risk of being deemed in-
trusive, he would repeat his argent request
to the Noble Earl totake into consideration
the procession of the Peeressess.

poor, he hoped now to find him teo good a
patriot to allow this opportunity of serving
them to slip fram bim without taking ad-
vantage of it—[hear]. The only expense
to the country would be the cost of a plat-
form ; and soener- than any thirg should
stand in the way, he begged to inform the
Noble Lord cpposite that he would consent
on: this occasion, to the use of foreign tim-
ber instead cf Canada deal——[hear, hear].
He hoped the Noble Lords who beard him
would not be indifferent to thissubject, and
he begged to remind them, though perbaps
that was unnecessaty, that they bad la-
dies—[laughing], and that it wastheir boun-
den duty to gratify them in whatever way
they could—[hear, and great laughing],in
all possible ways, so far as it was consistent
with the public service—[laughing].” He
' would also remind those Noble Ladies that
it was their bounden duty net to give their

LONG POLE &¢. WELLESLEY.

This eccentric gentleman, as was_men-
tioned in former advices from England, was
put into jail for a contempt of the Court of
Chancery ; and by recent accounts he was
still in duress. The London Observer gives
the following account of the reduction of
Miss Wellesley, for whose ahduction from
her Aunts, the Misses Long, her father in-
curred the penalty of imprisonment.

‘This young lady returned on Friday night
with her brother and a friend of her father’s,
whom it had been found necessary to send
to Paris, in order1o overcome the reluctance
of the infants to return to the guardianship
provided for them by the Court of Chance-
ry. The party left Paris on Wednesday,
and came by the Thames London steam-
boat from Calais, which reached the Tower
between seven and eight c’clock in the
evening of Friday. The whole party vis-
ited Mr. Wellesley in the Fleet, before pro-
ceeding to their destination for the evening
in Dover street. The interview between
the father and his children in the jail is sad
to have been of the most affecting nature,
and the humanity of Mr. Brown, the war-
den (formerly governor of Newgate,) induc-
ed him to grant an allowance of 20 minutes
beyond the time usually allowed for prison-
ers to see their friends.  An intimation was
made to Lord Brougham without loss of
time, by the gentleman who went over to
Paris on hehalf of Mr. Wellesley to persuade
the infants to return; and between 11 and
12 o’clock yesterday, the young lady was
taken down to Lmcoln’s inn, in Mr. Long
Wellesley’s carriage, in which also were
Messrs. Capron and Rowley (Mr. Welles-
ley’s solicitors), Mrs. Long Wellesley, and
Sir Felix Agar. The ward was taken into
his lordship’s private room by Mrs: Welles-
ley, into whose hands she was returned by
his lordship, for the purpose, as we under-
stood, of her taking her to his lordship’s pri-
vate residence in Berkeley-square, where
she was received by Lady Brougham.—
Both in the private room at the Court of
Chancery, and in Berkeley-square, the
young lady manifested a strong indisposi-
tion to be taken away from Mrs. Wellesley;
and it was found necessary at Berkeley-
square to employ aslight degree of force, i
