CANAL OF LONGUEDOC IN FRANCE.
Many years ago the French Government
undertook to make a Capal sufficient. to
admit line of battle ships to pass from the
Atlantic to the Mediterranean seas. It was
carried on: more than half: the distance, or
140 miles, with great spirit, but the extrav-
agance of the court of Louis XIV., together
with the expensive wars he was engaged
in, prevented the supply of the necessary
fands to complete the work. In the reign
of Napoleon, it was intended to have been
resumed, but constant wars left no time to
goon with a work of such a magnitade.—
The work has lately been surveyed by the
engineers of France, and a report made
thereon to the Goverument. The Legisla-
ture approve of the plan, and have voted a
sum of money to complete the canal upon a
grand scale, equal to admit the passage of
the largest vesselsfrom one sea to the other.

In the event of a maritime war, this can~'
al will give France important advantages,
by enabling her in perfect safety to prepare
to send a fleet toeither seas. To counteract
the effect of a fleet in such a station, an en-
emy must have a fleet in each of these seas
to watch that of France; these fleets
will be constantly exposed to storms, must
suffer great damage in wear and tear, be-
sides the heavy expense of victualing them,
together with a large number of ships ne-
cessary to relieve such as may be required
from time o time. In fact 20 ships of the
line in this canal will givé full employment
in war to at least 50 ships of an enemy in
the open sea, having to watch them. It
would be attended with an expense equal
in amount to four or five times the cost of
the ships in the canal, which woyld not be
exposed to the storms of the ocean. Only
place a fleet of ships near the centre of the
canal, they might then be sent to either sea
before an enemy could obtain the least
knowledge of their intention.
