MANAGEMENT OF SHEEP.

M=z. Eorror.—Situated as you are, in
an agricultural distriet, I trust that a few
observations on the mana t of sheep,
will be admitted a place in your columns.
To the farmer this subject is at all times im-
mnt; bat it is more particularly so now,

the fact, that through this section of
country where large flocks are kept, they
have been sorely thinned the past winter
by both poverty and disease. Any obser-
vations, then, which may tend to prevent
similar losses in future, will be useful.—
And in ths hope that what Ishall now sub-
mit, may at least throw a little light on
this nbLet. and lead to further investiga-
tions by others, more pariicular and more
competent, I am induced to give the result
of my own observations to the public. I
wish to be understood that [ am a practical
man, and what I say on the management
of sheep is the result of my own experience.
It has been bought by previous similar los-
ses and disappointments ; and as a_proof’
that there must be something useful in the
plan I now adopt in the keeping of my
sheep, 1 will farther state, that the two last
winters I have kept nearly one thousand
sheep each ‘winter, and, ““despite of wind
and weather,”” my loss the first winter was
trifling, and the last winter, which has just-
ly been called a long and tedious one, re-
quiring about four and a half months win-
ter feed, has been but two old sheep by dis-
ease and two by accident. A few of my
late lambs died and likewise a few of my
yearling wethers, but on counting numbers
on the 15 April, i am not twenty less (de-
ducting a few I sold) than I was last spring
im tely after the lambing season,
counting lambs and all. My lambing sea-
son cominences about the first of May.

To say that the constitutions of our fine
sheep are not sufficiently hardy to with-
unx the severity of our winters, is not the
true reason why so many are lost at that
season. My own experience and that of
others who have likewise been ul
wool-growers contradict it. On the con-
trary, they are ge:ulinly suited to our cli-
mate. Nature by fitting them with a close
and warm covering, manifestly intended
them for it. * All that is wanting is a little
care on the part of their owners and in pro-
portion to their numbers, they are not more
subject to disease than the horse, neat cat-
tle, or swine. 1f we lose our sheep there is
wrong management somew here—where it
is, I will now endeayour to show.

In summer time sheep will live upon a
little vegetation ; knowing this, we permit
them to remamn in lots almost bare of her-
bage; and that too after other animals
have cropped the grass as close as ible.
The little nutriment they obtain is suffi-
cient to support them, but not enough to
cause them to thrive; on the contrary, they
suffer, and that from hnnger. Now it 18
that their constitutions are injured, and the
foundation laid for disease ; they are kept
too poor, and the consequence is, when win-
ter sets in, what with light carcasses,
short wool, and dry food, they cannot with-
stand its length and severity. Under such
circumstances is it a wonder that they die?
The only wonder is, that so many live,
when we have been so heedless of them.
Careful winter feeding will only partially
remedy the evil. Would we think of
bringing our horses, cattle and swine, iato
winter in this impoverished state?
Experience has longsince taught us the con-
sequences that follow, and that an animal
to winter well must be in good condition at
the commencement of it.

The foundation, therefore, of the mortal-
ity that assails our sheep in winter, is laid
in summer. My own experience war-
rants this conclusion, a part of which I will
now relate.

‘When I first began to keep sheep, I had
plo:;'il

seen farmers turn them upon ed fal-
lows when there was little for them to eat.
T did not discriminate between the differ-
ence of turning in a few, who might feed
along the fences in a lot of this kind, or
turning in, say, one hundred. [kept them
on scant ures during the in-

Still something must be done ; and when I
looked around me and saw one or two of my
neighbors more successiul in preserving
their sheep, I was soon satisfied that their
success was owing to plenty of food, both
winter and summer, but more particu
the latter.
