The
number of boilers, the power of the en-
gines, and their approved model, perhaps
Jjustified the expectation to the full ex-
tent. The Champlain made her first trip
some weelks since, and fully realized by
her speed, the hopes.of her friends. The
Erie was subsequently completed, and after
making a.few passages to perfect the move
ment of her machinery, and to get her in
trim, it was geverally understood that she
would on Saturday last, lay herself along-
- side the lion of the river, the beautiful
North America, and faicly contest the palm
of victory.

At the hour of starting, our wharves
were crowded by multitudes of interested
spectators, all eagerly watchmg the busy
Qreparmiun for the coming contest. The
North Amenca shot away from the dock
first, but being compelled to sweep around
a vessel laying in her course, she gave
the Erie an opportunity te come along
side and thus it s said, they left the city
neck and neck. Now came the tug of war,
and none could witness the contest be-
tween these two perfections of art, with-
out emotions of awe and sublimity.

The tide was favorable and they scud
away with almost terrific rapidity—now
one and now the other ahead; but at no
tuge was the distance between them suffi-
cient to give alarm or hope toeither. Thus
they continued till within a few miles of
West Point, when every effort was made
by both to contest the passage of the High-
lands with their utmost power—The Lirie
gradually passed her rival, and continued
ahead some lengths—shooting up the nar-
row gorge of the mountains, and touching
the landing at Newburgh with triumph
in her movements. They left their res-
pective landings at Newburgh at the same
mnstant, the Erie having the advantage in
the location of her stopping place. Away
they shot, the Erie ahiead, and thus contin-
ued to Pouhkeepsie.

Here the Erie “ came to” and while land-
ing her passengers, the North America
pushed in ahead, and sent her boat ashore
without touching the wharf and was off
in a twinkling. Now again commenced
a yot severer struggle for the lead. The
whip and spur will sometimes effect this ob-
ject, but here the result was dependent on
exercise of consumate skill and the nicest
judgement, The North America held on
her way majestically keeping the lead she
obtained at the Poughkeepsie landing. Op-
posite Hudson, the Erie took the Athens
channel, and run by Kingston and Hud-
son landings, while her rival made them
both, thereby losing time and making a
longer route by a mile. A few short hours
decided this closely contested race. The
North America, arrived at the foot of State
street dock eight minutes ahead ofthe Erie,
making the passage from New York to Al-
hany in the extraordinary short time of nine
Rours and thirty minutes.

‘Fhe results of thus contest ought not to
reflect unfavourably on the Erie, forit is
no mean praise of a new and untried boat,
to say that the very paragon of steamers
when put to her utmost mettle, could only
gain eight minutesin a race ofone hundred
and fifty miles. The effectshould rather be,
to stimulate the exertions of those concern-
ed, to perfect their boat to the utmost limit
of lwiman ingenuity, when they may rea-
sonably indulge the hope, of at least equal-
ling every * floating palace” on our wa-
ters.—[Spirit of the Times.]
