The great difficulty w the construction
of a plough, is that of adapting it te all soils,
in all seasons, and in all depths—it cannot
be made use of in all cases with equal suc-
cess. Some of the lighter draft that can do
the work equally well, are no doubt the
most preferable, but these require the ex-
perience of a good ploughman, for upon his
Judgement often depends, in a great mea-
sure, the success of the Ny

Ploughs constructed in different ways,
according to the uses to which they are to
be employed, should merit the first atten-
tion of the Farmer. The depths to which
land ought to be ploughed, should in some
degree vary accerding to the nature of the
soil, and the crops that arc intended to be
grown. Itis also proper that the seed fur-
row should be of less depth than the plough-
tngs that preceded it.

The ploughs in general use in this Coun-
ty, admit of no method to late the size
of the furrow, and of but little variation in
the depth of the ploughing ; this is a sub-
Ject that requires due ideration from
the Agricultural Society. The utility of
!ntroducing different kinds of ploughs fit
and proper for use, upon the improved
Farms, must be acknowledged hy every
member of the society.
