On the 231, the Duke of Terceira, ad-
vancing from St. Ubes, had met and totally
routed the force sent from Lisbon against
him, under the command of the notorious’
Telles Jordao, who is said to have heen
killed in the action. Upon this intelli-
i gence in Lisben, the Duke of Cadaval, and
the rest of Don Miguel’s Ministers, decided
on withdrawing from the capital, which
they did in_the course of the same night,
taking with them about 4000 troops, and
retreating fo the north  The towns people
on the following morning (the 24th) find-
ing their oppressors gone, with one con-
sent hoisted the standard of Donna Maria,
and proclaimed her Majesty in due form,
with every appearance of enthusiasm.—
‘The first step was to open the prisons and
liberate the numerous victims of Miguel's
tyranny. About the same time the colors
of Villa Flor’s army appeared on the oppo-
site heights, and in the afternoon he him-
self crossed the Tagus, in the midst of sa-
Tutes and rejoicings, and issued a proclam-
ation in the name of the Queen..

On the 26th, when the Jetters were dis-
patched, Lisbon was perfectly tranquil a-
gain, and but few excesses had heen com-
mitted, consilering the excitement which
must naturally have attended such a crisis,
and the wrongs to which so many of the
inhabitants had been so long subjected.—

For August, 1833,

The weather-this month has been fine
and favorable for bringing crops to maturi-
ty.
