It is
probable that a considerable influence is ex-
erted by this cause. Ani ise has been
given (o the whole civili world by the
French and American revolutions; the sour-
ces of wealth and distinction have been
thrown more open to what are called in
Europe the lower classes, and thousands—
millions, it may be said—bave begun to ex-
ert themselves in those pursuits which lead
to opulence, who, fifly years ago were cob-
tent'to go through life more like machines
than men, dividing their time between
mere animal enjoyment and the labor by
which the means of that enjoyment were
procured, and scarcely giving place even to
the momentary thought that their condition
might be improved, much less adventuring
gpon any device or operation by which the
improvement could be eflected. The divi-
sions that separate classes of men, have be-
come wonderlully narrowed—all are eager
tarise above the sphere in which they move,
and enrol themselves among the ve
them, whether the superiority arie from
wealth, refinement and education as in this
country, or be derived from more artificial
distinctions as in the empires and kingdoms
of the trans-Atlantic world.—The conse-
quence is, that all are existing in a state of
excitement-—the excitement of hope, contri-
vance, anxiety, or labor, the placidity that
regned in the communities when every
man occupied a certain station which he had
no thought of quitting—when the indigent
and the ignorant were content, not only to
to remain themselves, but to have their
children follow in their footsteps—is now
disturbed, broken up, annihilated by the
eager contest for advancement, in which
every man is not only at liberty, but is ir-
reaislibl'{ stimulated by the example of all
around him, tv engage. The consequence
of this is an infinitely greater developement
and activity of all the mental faculties, than
was percepiible in those more peaceful but
less intellectual ages to which we have re-
ferred; and as insanity is the unnatural ac-
tion of the méntal faculties, and idiocy the
fruit of their stagnation, it follows that the
remarkable increase of the former in these
modern times, is reasonably to be accounted
for by the cause we haye endeavored to de-
seribe, while the equally remarkable de-
crease of the latter, which we believe is ad-
mitted by well-informed physiologists, may
be assigned as truly to the same change of
circumstances. hen the course of man’s
life was calm & equable, inherent weakness
of intellect assumed the form of faluity; ina
more disturbed and exciting state of exis-
becomes insanity. £ 3

The vast improvement i the diffusion of
intelligence has undoubtedly tended some-
what, also to produce the phenomenon in
question. Booksand newspapers and mag-
azines are the moving powers that excite
mental action—not exclusively, indeed, but
o a very great exfent, as society isat pre-
sent constituted. . The proportion between
the number of readers now, anda hundred
years ago, is-perhaps incalculable, bat there

ther wisely and beneficially so, is apother

uestion. Hence the increased activity of
mind, to which we bave ventured (o ascribe
the greater prevalence of insanity, isstill
more augmented. The growth of luxury,
and the more general diffusion of the sensu-
al enjoyments which partake what of
an intellectual nature—such for ¢xample,
as those derived from music and the other
elegant arts—have also contributed not a
little to the effect; and there are probabl
many other causes which, thouglt individ-
ually unimportant, yet operate with con-
siderable efficacy when united.

Some very curious suggestions hiave been
thrown out lately, upon this subject, by
medical writers in Europe, as well as by
metaphysicians.  We shall take ah oppor-
tunity, and that as early as possible, to lay
before our readers a sketch of these conjec-
tures and speculations, which will be found,
we think, entertaining at least, if not in-
stractive.

the complaints from adverse parties which

gest the remedies that ought to be adopted.

- While it
is the duty of both branches of the Legisla-
ture, and of every individual within the
Province, to aid then in their enquiries,
and frankly afford them every information
which can bear upon our local difficulties,

Moffatt went directly to the point; but we
regret to find, that by a small majority, this
distinct declaration of the extent to which
the Commission could be recognized, was
not adnl)led.

There is one circumstance, however,| in

replied first in Freoch, and afterwards in
Eaglish! : ‘

Lord Gesford, in this small particalar,
as afeather will ‘indicate how the wind
blows, has given an insight into the course
of policy which his Whig instructors direct
him to pursue. In pursuance of the blight-
ing and withering system of conciliation,
which.is the order of the day in the present
Eaglish.Cabinet, he has yieldeda  point,
from which more evils will yet flow, than
are at present contemplated. The English
language 1s that of the Sovereign, and of
the Imperial Parliament, who hold sway
Q':Gl these Provinces—it is the language of
"the supreine authority of the country, and
as such ought not to yield precedence to
any other that may be spoken by the peo-
ple within its limits. It has been by a
wmatter of courtesy only, that the speeches
from the Throne have been repeated iv
French, by the Speaker of the Council, af-
ter the Governor had terounated his ad-
dress in the language of the country,whose
power and authority he is delegated to re-
present. The language of England is ha-
ted by our Revolutionists, as much as are
its institutions, its laws, or its native-born
citizens. We owe it more to the weakness
of our rulers than to their good-will, that
the language of the parent State is not com-
pletely proscribed. The first step towards
its degradation is pow fulfilled,—the Rubi-
con has been passed,—and he who first lent
his_countenance and his assistance to the
sacrifice, was the Earl of Gosford, while
holding His Majesty’s commission as Goy-
erpor-in-Chief. —[1b.]
