this proposition on Tuesduy last, as the measute o
Gove t, took ion 10'trmatk that in pho-
posing equal representation 10 buth Cofontes in the’
bniled Legislature it should be lioked bpon as a
great concewxion to the people of this Province.—
For my part I cannot look upon it in that light. 1
think the people o this Province ure entitled un-
der every consideration to at least an equal repre~
sentation. We should bear in mind that popula-
tion is not the only qualification that forms the ba-
sis of our repres.niation ; it is founded v
compound qualification of territory and population,’
as must be evident by the representation in this
house. And in poiut of territory, Fam sure it will
be admitted we ate entitled to " as much as Lo ver
Canada, and even in point of population, from the
great advantages Upper Cun. da possesses over
Lower Can.da in elimate en! fertility of soil, the
time cannot be fat distanl when we shall bave a
majotity of population. Our leglsletion being per=
spective, I contend (without considering the dif-
ferent state of soriety) that upon cvery other prin-
ciple of justice, U. Canada is entitled to as many
members as L. Cancda, and when we regard L.
Canad'a a3 a colony that has been ia op<n 1 bellion
against the crow n—that its inhalitants are bostile
to British connexion, and that they canuot separs
stely be trusted with a re: resentative yove nment,
I think it only due to Upper Ciuada that we
should secure a conservative preponderance in the
United Legislature, znd that preponderance 1 dor
sire to see so secured as not to admit of any -
