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Irene M. HARVIE (known as "Harve") was born in 1886 and died in a Nursing Home in Powassan, Ontario in 1980. She went up there from Rosseau to the Nursing Home in Powassan. She was the last of the four to die. When I knew her she was pretty elderly (as they all were) and they lived together in Rosseau. Jean and Pat did all the talking and told alot of stories, Aunt Harve was pretty quiet and seemed to do the kitchen work and sit and listen.
