How to Eeop Your Cellar

A great miatake i sometimes mada in
ventilating cellars and milk houses. The
i object of ventilation is to keep the cellars
oool and dry, bat tvhis object often faile of
being accomplished by & common mistake,
and instead the ocellar is made both warm
and damp. A cool place should never be
veutilatod, nnless the air admitied is cooler
than tha air within, or ia at least as cool s
that or & very little warmer, Ths warmer
the sir the more molstare it holds In sns-
pension. Nesessarily, the cooler the air the
more sthe moistore is condensed and pre-
cipitated, When a ocool cellar inaired on
& warm day, the enbering sir being in
motion sppears eocol; bat ns it fills the
sallar the oooler sir with which i¥ becomes
mixed chills - i, the moistare s
stndensed, and dew is deposited om the
cool walls, and may often be seen ranning
down them in stresma. Then the cellar ia
damp and soon becomen moaldy. To avoid
thin the windows shonld only be oponed at
night, and late —the last thing before re-
tiring. There is no need to fesr that the
nighs air is anhealthy—it is as pure as the
air at mid.day sod ia roeally drier. The
