or literary career in life. Hecent changes
have placed tne sescher's casininations
more directly on the line of & Univerrily
course than formerly, snd now fired-clase
teachers’ osrtificates are granied 1o
students who reach a ceriain standiog in
the Upiversity course. In addition %o
thess purely literary schools, there are
normal and model schools for dralolog
teachers, and medioal, thoological and law
schools for sbodents desirgus of enleriag
any of these prolesiions. Bhould any
farther argumenta be necessary 10 prove
the statements already made, we have
ouly to vurn to the official records for sbeir
confirmation. From the lass repord issued
by the Miaister of Education for 18687 we
learn ihat thoro were 15,844 pupils enrolled
in ihe Proviocial High Bohools. O! these
1,100 were prepariug for matricnlation
into ope of other of our universities, 733
{or the learnsd professions and 5,777 for
teazhers’ non.professional ocertifioates ;
making » total of 7,000, or nearly 60 per
cent, of tbe total eurolment. Againt thie
we have 1,738 who are taking up the com-
mercial course, and nol one solilary sio-
dent devoting himeelf to the study of
sgciculiare.

WOLE OF TOE RULAL PUBLIC BOROOLSE,

From what has already been said iy ie
qnite clear tbat thess sscondary schools,
whether we look st ibeir looation, ihe
course of siudy parsoed, or their inflaonce
in determining \he vooation to be [ollowed
by the stadens in after life, do not meed
shie detands of 4o-dey in the matéer of the
eduoation of farmers and theicr famiiiea.
We have therelors to look to somo otber
soarce of eupply vo meet this demand, and
the only otber s>urce available is she Poblic
#chool. Theie schools fally meet thia de-
mand o far ae convenience of looation is
concotned, but fail so far as the course of
stody is concerned. Boatsered throoghoal
ihis Provioce are to be fonnd upwarda of
5 000 purely rural schocls, in whish ware
et loyed nearly 6,000 teschers. In aboul
700 of these schoule, owiug to the IAr cusss
of the atiendanor, Ywo Oor mors leachers are
reqaired to do the presotibed work, while
in swhe remainiogschools only ooe leacher
is employed. If in vhese rural schoolatben,
the presoribed course of stady is fairly well
earried oud, then the limis of fourih class
work is suflicient 10 tax yha energies of car
pest teachers. Neither the time nor th.
attention oan be given to the advanced
stadios prescribed for filsh olass work witk-
ond neglecting someibing elee equally ne
imporiant. Moch less can $ime wve found
lor the special siudies nocessary for the
proper ednoation of farmers, withoul
almost complately changing the course of
stndy as weil ns bhe limit table now pre
scribed for the Afvh {orm.
