e, Johin H, Eastwood, who conduoted
Lthe post-mortem examination, tentifed that
he discovered G0 shot woiunds oa Palmer's
body mnd a large bullst woand In the
broast. The shot wonnds would not have
causerd death, but the bullet had gone
through Lhe man's beart, causing almost
inatant death. The inguest then adjovroed
uatil Friday avening.

While the evening wession of the inguest
waa In progress the remains of the victim
wers placed in a rough coflin at Daker's
house, and removed ta the little cemotery
of the Disciples, about & mile away. Hea
was hurried in the samo blood-stained and
tnttered clothes that were on him when
found in the road. Thera wore hall s dozen
friends of the unfortupate man and twa or
threo moorning relatives around the grave
when tho reraine ware lowered inte their
laal reatiog place.

At T 30 o'clock yosterday the inguest
was reaumed in the village fire hsll. The
building was crowded to the doors, snd
the sudience gave the mirictest atiention
to everything that was said. The fret
wilnows waa BStephen CUronk, a Qoaker,
apd an [olimate frisnd of hoth DBaker
and Linglord. He affirmed that ha had
had a coaversatice with Baker at the

In refertieg to jastiflable
homicide the coroner obasrved st evon an
officer of the law had wo right to thoot »
man for a misdemeancr. s muat be a
felon and mhuw:f the law, They would
notice, ocoulin Coroner Bateman, from
all the evidence that the deceased
was eondesvoring to get away [from
the firat time he was shot wbt the
hencoop door until the last fatal scene
on the Kiegston road. The law would
justily a battery on a man whe sttempted
1o steal one's ds, but u-.t:ly must not
shoot bim. I it were lawful for Baker to
shoot At Lthe decoaneil the coroner balieved
it was just as lawfu! for Linglord to shoot.
With reference to self-defence, he asked the
jury to consider carcfully os to whether or
pot Lingford hsd » possible or probable
mesos of getting away if the decensod
turped and threatensd him. 1f he belisved
he was in actual and immineat daoger, then
his actlon might be copatrued aa well-
defencr. 1f not, he was guil.y. All could
wee from the evideoce that Palmer retrrated
as quickly as his legs would carry him after
beieg fired at fat by Baker. * Do you
not  think,” sald the cotoner, ** that
Pelmer ran as far o8 he oould, that
Linglord was ruuning [asler and over-
takiog bLim, and what he terned 1o
give up the chase."

Befors using
for polishing brasa it must L !'Hi'l-_lr'lfrl Lo
powder,and in this state it quickly dissclves
ton smooth consistency when mized with
olive oil, A thin pasts of the preparation
should be rubbed lightly on the metal, and
when perfectly dry 1t ahould ba rubbed off
vignrously with a flannel cloth, the finishin
polish being given with the powder dry,an
subsequent rubbing with a flannel cleth.

The comet s
located in the constellation ol Aadromede
and csn be seen by the naked woye. In
November, 1872, the shower continued [or
three days, that on thethird, November27th,
being magnificently brilliant. Biella's comet
and the Leonide ha® sqnslly romantio his
torien.  The former duappesred for savaral

ears and then reappeared as fwo comels,
{lﬂh'hﬂl divided inw collislon Ern‘mhly:n
ita wanderingn through space. The Leonida,
in the year 120 of cur ers, ran too clows to
Urspos, which turned the comet from ita
ooures and imprisoned it in the world's
syalem, The comel reaches the earth's
crossing place once in thirty-three and »
quarter years, and then ths greal metacric
showers oocur. The mateoric aworme are
snid by satrenomers to be the debris of Lhe
comet which holds & immediately in
the cemter of the great display. The most
remarkable meteorie shower on record was
that of November 121h, 1834, in the early
morn For five hours the stmosphere of
the sarth wae bombarded with meteors esti-

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HANGED A MURDERER.

William Maier Budico- Meath for the
Murder of Hia Wife,

ONLY BIX MONTHE MARRIED.

A Wheeling, W. Vo, despatch says:
Willlemn Maler, the young baker, who mur-
dered his biide of six months in this city,
wan hangrd hero this loremoon. Maler
professed religion and expressed n hope of
meoting his wife in heaver, His neck was
broken by ithe fall,

The crimo for which William Msier sul-
fered 1he extremes penalty of the law 1o.day
wan Lho murder of his beautifnl young wife,
Marie, under sonsational circomatances, on
thie 5thof April last.

Muier was a nstive of Wortemberg, Ger-
many, and bul 25 years old ; his wife was
aged ahout 20, and was the davghter of
“Wm. Yoho, s prosperoun farmer of this
enunty, formerly of Woodsfield, Monros
gonnty, Ohio.

The couple had only been married six
menths when the iragedy cocurred, but de-.
ve'opmenta at the trinl proved that their
marciod life had been far Ill:l_':m happy. in
the night of the murder Maier oarmne home
about 2 o'clock in the morning in an excited
frame of mind.

Hin wile won asloep and beside her was
her Little sinter, Ratia Yoho, who was viait-
ing her. Muajer awoke his wife aod resumed
a qquarrel with her which they had been
having earlier in the avenlng. After talk-
ing for spome time Maier started to leave
the hopse, but belere golag approached the
bedside and saked his wife to kiss him good-

bey.

Without amother word Maler stepped to tha
iable, o which lay s 334alibre revolver,
and pulled the trigger, the bullet taking
offect in the vielm's bead, killing her in-
slantly.
