Plerre says, are besloged by people who
ask to be allowed to poss as corpses, bat
the applicants do nol pervsvere when they
learn the oconditions wunder which they
would have to spend tweive hours. Tha
bodiea are now separsled from the pablie
by thick glass and are kept in a tempera-
tare of savaral degrees below zero. No-
thing, M. Plems sayas, brought such erowds
to the morgue sa the exhibition of the
he lless corpse of n woman which re
mained unideatified for three yoars, and
the tronk in which the murds M. Gouffe
had besn found.
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The United States is pre-eminently the
land of divorce; it leads all ::h‘li’u.--.I
communitiea both im the numbers of di
vorces granted and in the nambers of
the reasons for which thoy can ba ob
tained. In the vear of grace 1898, in
Great Britain there wers 473 absolute
divorces; in Germany, 0.078; in France,
8,211; in the model repoblic of the
world, 25.583! The reasons why vary
all the way down the list from A to W,
from Alabama to Wyoming ““There ia
an abominable laxity of the laws on thia
sabject.” ‘Taking the period of (wealy
veara from 1885 to 1880, and on the basis
of the census of 15881, Mr. Gemmill tella
ns the ratio of divorce to popalation in
Canadn was one to 87,2588 ; while in the

~republic, on the basis of their consus of

[B80. the ratio was a8 one to 150, In
those two decadea 10,022 conples wore
diverced one year after marriage; 91 -
HA5 after two yvears; 27.270 after three
yoars, while 25,271 were separated after
twenty one¢ voars or more of married
life. As 338,718 wore granted during
these twenty years, it is safe to say thers
wers 434, 000 applications.

Doubtless there ian apirit of sepura-
tion abroad in thess latter dayve. The
number of thoas who refuse to be bound
till death tham do part appears to be in-
creasing everywhere. In Bérlin, betwesn
1880 and 18688, the namber of Jdivorces
roso from 418 4o 784, and of the 2,107
canes in the five years only owne.third
wera for infidelitv. In France in the
forties there was one divorce for every
47.821 of the people; in the later seven
ties, one for nwr{ 15,610; in the same
period in Holland the matio rose from
one in 83000 ta one in 25,0080, Frow the
days of Bloff old Hal to 1857 the Eng-
lish Parllament had granted but 317
divorces; in the 30 {:-m fallowing 1857,
the Divorce Courts had issued 6,351 ab-
solute divorces and 014 decrees for jndi-
cial separations. Ia the United States
in 18987 there were only 0,997, while in
1888 the pumber had risen to 83 525 In
